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Modern alternative investments represent a diverse group of investment opportunities
and asset classes. They differ significantly from classical traditional assets in terms of their
characteristics of profitability and risk, as well as liquidity and market efficiency.

The most attractive alternative investment vehicles are hedge funds. These are
investment funds with a high level of return and a high level of risk.

Taking into account the high profitability of alternative investment and loyalty from the

regulatory authorities, the issue of the functioning of hedge funds in the world financial
practice is quite relevant. Today the investment climate in Ukraine is not attractive enough and
there are no investment mechanisms that would have the required level of trust. The issue of
alternative investment is quite relevant for the Ukrainian investor.
This article shows the geographical distribution, considers investment strategies and presents
the largest hedge funds in the world. The main directions of implementation of the practice of
hedging investment in Ukraine are outlined to determine the minimum threshold for entry of
legal entities and individuals at a level acceptable for Ukrainian investor. It is proposed to
harmonize the regulatory legal acts regulating the derivatives market and additionally develop
loyal regulatory acts on the functioning of hedge funds.

1. Introduction

Modern alternative investments provide a diverse group of investment
opportunities and classes. They differ significantly from classical
investment funds in terms of their profitability and risk, as well as liquidity
and market efficiency. Traditional investments are bonds and financial
derivatives, as well as structured products, which are based on stocks and
financial derivatives. According to this fact, alternative investments are also
sometimes called non-traditional investment assets. Alternative investments
have a low correlation with traditional asset classes. This makes them a
good addition to diversify investment portfolios, that otherwise only contain
stocks or bonds (Meier and Mostowfi, 2013).

2. Methods

As to alternative investment products, the distinction may be primarily
between hedge funds, private equity, and investments in physical assets or
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real goods. Hedge funds and private equity are the most common
investment alternatives. Peter Mayer and Mehdi Mostovfi divide alternative
investment products into two groups in their book. The first is alternative
investment strategies, which include hedge funds and private equity. The
second, respectively, is real assets, including raw materials, real estate and
collectibles (art, wine, antiques and precious stones) (Meier and Mostowfi,
2013).

The most attractive alternative investment vehicles are hedge funds. In
order to maximize the return on investment, Hedge Funds use pooled funds
and sophisticated strategies to protect investment portfolios from market
uncertainties. Hedge Funds adjust their exposure to the influence of various
micro — and macroeconomic, as well as market factors (Fung and Hsieh,
1999). Considering the high profitability of alternative investment, the issue
of investing in hedge funds is quite relevant.

As of the end of 2019, there were 15,000 hedge funds in the world
(Global Hedge Fund Database, 2020). These hedge funds manage
approximately $ 3 trillion in assets. Despite the significant amount they
manage, hedge funds are not that much observed by regulatory institutions.
That makes them different from banks and other financial institutions
(Shukla, 2020).

Hedge fund legislation is now flexible in most countries. At the
legislative level, hedge funds do restrict neither the choice of assets for
investment, nor the methods of capital management. This approach to these
investment organizations allows hedge funds to make good money in the
financial market (Maxdileev). In modern investment practice, alternative
investments, including hedge funds, are not quite popular, unlike traditional
investment funds. However, given the high profitability of alternative
investment and loyalty from the regulatory authorities, the issue of the
functioning of hedge funds in the world financial practice is quite relevant.

The high profitability of hedge funds implies a significant interest in
this issue from both practitioners and researchers. Today, the investment
climate in Ukraine is not attractive enough and there are no investment
mechanisms that would have the required level of trust. Citizens of Ukraine
in the matter of investment, in particular, alternative investment, are
insufficiently active participants in the global financial market. In Ukraine,
to date, investment mechanisms that are successfully working in the world
have not been introduced, and a national investment toolkit has not been
created.

There are two problems that Ukrainian investors face when it comes to
alternative investment. First of all, in the practice of the Ukrainian stock
market, transactions with securities are not transparent enough, since, as a



rule, they take place outside the exchange. Secondly, hedge funds invest
their assets not only in stocks and bonds, but also in derivatives (forwards,
futures, options). Unfortunately, in Ukraine, the normative-legislative acts
regulating the market of derivatives are not coordinated with each other and
have some errors. There are also problems with the taxation of derivative
securities (Hedge funds: profitable and risky). Despite the existing
problems, the issue of alternative investment is quite attractive for the
Ukrainian investors. Considering this fact, it is necessary to think about
introduction into practice of the Ukrainian financial market of such a
specific and highly profitable investment instrument as hedge funds. So, as
a consequence, it is necessary to develop clear rules for hedge funds
functioning in Ukraine.

3. Results and discussion

Despite the existing problems, the issue of alternative investment is
quite attractive for the Ukrainian investor. Considering this fact, it is
necessary to consider the introduction into the practice of the Ukrainian
financial market of such a specific and highly profitable investment
instrument as Hedge Funds and, as a consequence, develop clear rules for
their functioning in Ukraine.

The purpose of the article is to outline the main directions of
implementation of the practice of hedging investment in Ukraine.

Classically, hedge funds are investment funds with a high level of
return and a high level of risk. The high level of profitability is due to the
ability to receive dividends even if the stock market falls. This is due to the
fact that hedge funds invest not only in alternative assets (traditional
securities), but also in derivatives, and sometimes operate in other, in
particular, commodity markets. For example, European funds specialize in
emerging market securities, while Russian funds make money on the
difference between stock prices and ADR (Hedge funds: profitable and risk.

From the Fig. 1 below we can see that hedge funds have a fairly
simple structure.

Experts in the field of the functioning of hedge funds believe that it is
most profitable for commercial banks to create them, since this is a rather
expensive procedure.

Hedge funds are not available to everyone, but only to accredited
investors, as they require less SEC regulation than other investment
industries. One of the most important advantages of hedge funds is the fact
that hedge funds face less regulation than mutual funds and other
investment vehicles.



Traditionally, the minimum entry threshold in USA for hedge funds is $
500,000 and above. At the same time, hedge funds charge quite high fees
(rewards) for money management. This fee is approximately 2% of the asset
value. Also, hedge funds participate in profits and their share is usually

20%.

For example, American hedge funds are legally entitled to serve only
qualified investors with an initial contribution of at least $ 5 million for
private investors and $ 25 million for institutional qualified investors
(Wikipedia).

Hedge funds are an invention of American financiers. For this reason,
most of them are located in the USA (Fig. 1, 2), most in New York and its

environs.

Among hedge fund managers, the majority are located the United
States (57, 31%). The number of managers from Europe is around 2.5 times
fewer than in US (22.94 %). In Caribbean the amount of hedge fund
managers is a bit less than in Europe, precisely 17.22%. The last 2.53% of
all hedge fund managers are distributed around the rest of the world (Global
Hedge Fund Database, 2020).

The 10 largest hedge funds in the world are illustrated in Table 1 (Top
10). It is seen that Citadel was named the best hedge fund of the year at the
Institutional Investor Awards 2019.

4, Conclusion

Analyzing the information presented above, we come to the
conclusions:
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e Hedge funds are not very widespread, but rather powerful
investment tool. The prevalence of hedge funds in the world is not uniform
and most of them are located in the USA. This is due to two factors. First of
all, hedge funds were formed in the United States. Secondly, in other
economically developed countries the investment market is well developed
and there are other investment instruments;

o Hedge funds use rather risky strategies. This allows them to
increase their level of profitability;

e Hedge funds should be introduced into the practice of the
Ukrainian financial market. In order to do this, it is necessary to adapt the
foreign experience of alternative investment to the potential of Ukrainian
investors. First of all, to determine the minimum investment limit for legal
entities and individuals at a level acceptable for a Ukrainian investor. This
will allow hedge funds to attract more investors;

e Itis necessary to agree on the regulations governing the derivatives
market. This will simplify the procedure for the functioning of hedge funds
in Ukraine;

e The government should develop loyal regulations on the
functioning of hedge funds. This will help them to determine their high
profitability.
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THE ROLE OF THE DIGITAL ECONOMY IN AZERBAIJAN IN
THE POST-PANDEMIC PERIOD

The COVID-19 pandemic has necessitated the emergence of new trends in the world
economy. The new technology-based services are being introduced in many countries, and
markets are getting accustomed to working with modern requirements. The digitalization in the
global economy is accelerating during the pandemic. Nowadays, some traditional ideas are
changing. New business models and management culture are emerging. The digitalization of
the economy is fundamentally changing the way trade is managed, optimized, shared, and
deployed worldwide, and new "smart" digital networks are emerging.

This process increases productivity, encourages companies to switch to new ideas,
technologies, new management, and business models, and creates new access channels to
markets. All of this comes at a relatively low cost. Firms are increasingly relying on artificial
intelligence to cope with more complex tasks.

The potential benefits of the digital economy are significant. It is because digital
products and services that help optimize processes and production reduces operating costs, and
change supply chains create opportunities to increase competitiveness and productivity
substantially. Decreasing prices in information and communication technologies (ICT)
encourage investment and the adoption of digital technologies.

The benefit for consumers is obtaining a more comprehensive range of goods and
services at competitive prices. Furthermore, digitalization creates new opportunities for
entrepreneurship and job creation. The digital economy helps governments provide broader and
better public services, improve governance, and achieve better overall results.

Introduction

The digital economy began to develop in the late 50s of the last
century. Since the 1960s digital innovations began to spread actively in the
world. The first stage of digitalization is directly related to the automation
of existing business processes and technologies. In 1960, IBM and
American Airlines introduced the SABER system (was operated until the
early 2000s), with which the process of booking airline tickets and hotels
became automated. The British Videotext system spurred the development
of electronic trading in the 1970s. The creation of the Internet on January 1,
1983 was one of the main stages in the development of the digital economy.
(Alekseenko, O.A., & llyin, 1.V. 2018)

The second stage of digitalization began around the mid-1990s, at that
time the global spread of the Internet and mobile communications to all
spheres of public life. (Kapranova, L.D.2018) The Stanford Federal Credit
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Union Bank began to operate an online banking system in 1994. At the
same year, the book of “Digital Economy” was published by professor D.
Tap Scott of the University Toronto.

According to the opinion of Tap Scott, innovation, virtualization,
globalization contribute to the development of the digital economy, thereby
changing the traditional interaction between the consumer and the
manufacturer, improving the quality of equipment, as well as creating a
“smart” urban infrastructure. Therefore, it is so important to use new
technologies in the education system, which is also expanding. Today
practically every educational institution has an access to Internet as well as
to its own website. Online education is also gaining popularity on the sites
such as Coursera, Udemy, Khan Academy, etc. The user can take any
training course at the convenient time for him. Higher Educational Institutes
are becoming active consumers of new technologies. This aspect is also
important in the field of increasing the financial literacy of the population
of Azerbaijan, especially in the light of on-going reform of the pension
system.

In principle, the digital economy consists of three levels:

— the environment in which conditions are created for the development
of highly efficient technologies;

— technologies and platforms;

— sectors of the economy and markets in which service providers and
consumers interact directly.

The digitalization process is not possible without the availability of
platforms, appropriate infrastructure and technologies. The program of the
digital economy of Azerbaijan is mainly focused on the first two levels, the
priority tasks for the state are: creation of the information environment and
ensuring information security, as well as the formation of technological
institutions (Pichkov O.B., Ulanov A.A. 2017).

In modern times, the process of digitalization in the world economy is
accelerating. The programs are being developed in various states to ensure
this rapid integration into the socio-economic sphere. The large corporations
are generating big data using high-tech to preserve their competitiveness,
and the usage of digital technology among the general population continues
to grow. The rapid growth in the number of mobile devices and data
centers, the fact that social media has turned into a part of people’s lives, the
storage of information mainly in "cloud technologies" instead of physical
devices all serve as indicators of large-scale digitalization.

Digitalization leads not only to economic growth at the national level
but also at the international level. The McKinsey Global Institute, one of the
world’s leading consulting firms, estimates that digitalization and the use of
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digital technology will increase global GDP by $ 3-6 trillion by 2025. The
company forecasts this growth to happen mainly due to mobile Internet,
robotization, cloud technologies, and other high technology.

Nowadays, different continents and countries of the world have
different positions on the level of digitalization. It can be noted that the
European region is the third-largest purchaser of transformation
technologies in the world after the United States and China. According to
IDC and Citrix, the 2018 global data sphere size amounted to 33 zettabytes.
By contrast, by 2025, this figure is expected to increase more than five
times to 175 zettabytes due to digitalization. Currently, China ranks first,
Asia-Pacific second, and Europe, the Middle East, and Africa third in
annual growth in global information.

Methods

The following paper aimed to explore the under-researched topic of
digitalization in the Azerbaijan Republic. This work has employed the
qualitative research methods, precisely, investigating, and analyzing
secondary sources. The quantitative techniques such as statistical analysis or
numerical measurements were not used during the research. The study has
explored the instanced of transformation towards digitalization worldwide,
compared their cases with conditions in Azerbaijan, and forecasted possible
outcomes of digitalization transformation in Azerbaijan. Specifically, the
findings and conclusions arrived in this paper are based on the existing case
study of Strategic Roadmaps adopted by Azerbaijan in the year of 2016.

Results

The formation and development of the digital economy create new
opportunities for consumers, states, and society as a whole. Therefore,
creating a digital economy is currently the main direction of development in
developed and developing countries. The expanded application of digital
technologies creates broad opportunities for Azerbaijan as well.
Considering its favorable geographical location, rich natural reserves, and
human resources, Azerbaijan can apply new digitalization trends quickly.

The above-mentioned necessitates the construction of new
infrastructure and the application of modern technologies in information
and communication. It stems from the fact that the development of
information and communication technologies (ICT) is the basis for
digitalization implementation. Significant steps to develop the ICT sector in
our country have been taken by the public and private sectors in recent
years. Precisely, the Republic head has adopted a series of state programs
serving sustainable industry development and issued significant orders. At
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present, important initiatives are being put forward in our country to build
the necessary infrastructure of the ICT sector’s digital economy and
sustainable development. Among these initiatives, the special place is held
by the on-going Azerbaijan Digital Hub program, which ensures
Azerbaijan’s status as a modern Energy and Transport Center, aims to
transform the country into a Regional Digital Center. This program can
substantially accelerate the digitalization in Azerbaijan and construct a new
backbone infrastructure in telecommunications. Implementation of the
Digital Hub program will provide the following opportunities or advantages
for Azerbaijan shortly:

» Dbecoming a Regional Digital Center for the surrounding regions
(CIS, Middle East, Central, and South Asia);

> inclusion of Baku to the world internet map as a new Internet
Exchange Center

> opening the representative offices of major content producers, such
as Amazon, Alibaba, Facebook, Apple, Google, Netflix vo Tencent;

> creation of various digital services (solutions) and their export
under the brand "Made in Azerbaijan."

The implementation of the “Digital Hub” program likewise creates
new opportunities for the development of the state economy. With this, the
establishment of the digital economy envisages:

v" contribution to the state GDP growth;

v' Laying of 380-400 km long main fiber-optic cable line along the
bottom of the Caspian Sea;

v’ Establishment of “digital Silk Road” corridor between Europe and
Asia;

v" connection of main infrastructure networks of neighboring
countries in Azerbaijan;

v" construction of new telecommunications and digital architecture.

Besides, the fulfilment of the Digital Hub program is expected to
create new opportunities for the development of the national economy
without spending public investment and create additional jobs in the sight of
the non-oil sector development. It should also be noted that, according to
preliminary estimates, one new workplace in the digital sector will create 3-
4 new jobs in related economic sectors. It likewise can prevent the "brain
drain" from the country, create opportunities for the development of e-
services network, build an advanced digital infrastructure that will allow
Azerbaijan to take the leading positions in international rankings.

Digital revolution — embraces the impact of information and
communication technologies on all spheres of society. Society witnesses the
simultaneous development of big database, artificial intelligence, data
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science, block chain, robotics and other rapidly evolving technologies.
These influence on all spheres — from food chain to water supply and
sewerage, energy supply, education, health and social care — and strengthen
them and determine the directions of economic development. Obviously,
integration of automatization and the involvement of ICT into economic
processes has eased e-services and contributed to cut down operation and
production costs and burgeoned it shortly.

Nowadays, “e-services” are fed by ICT applications a lot. Sustainable
development concept of the Republic of Azerbaijan promotes to diffuse the
employment of the modern technologies and international experience.
Evidently, “e-service” and “e-government” has been shaped and developed
in our country. Recent years, several decrees, such as “State Program on
development of communications and information technologies in the
Republic of Azerbaijan in 2010- 2012 (Electron Azerbaijan)”, “About
Some measures for provision of electronic services in public bodies”,
“About e-government development and measures related to transition to e-
government” and “On Additional Measures to Improve Management in the
Field of Employment, Labor, Social Protection and Guarantee”, have been
adopted by the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan. The progress of e-
government is regularly monitored by EGDI (e-government development
index) issued by Social and Economic Development department by UNO.
Azerbaijan is in the 70th place among 193 countries in 2018.

The shaping of “e-government” attains great importance in the country
and endeavors to minimize the distance in communication between a citizen
and a state servant through IT solutions and meantime it serves to eliminate
bureaucratic barriers in relationships.

“E-gov” portal (https://www.e-gov.az/) is already active. The access
for portal is either via electron or asan signature and all kind of electron
services are supported. Currently, all e-services of public entities joined to
“E-government” are presented to the people based on “single window”
principles. Besides, a new state agency named State Agency for Public
Service and Social Innovations under the President of the Republic of
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Azerbaijan and its affiliated entity “ASAN Service” was established by the
decree N685 dated July 13, 2012 in order to organize services in a single
place applying new and innovative methods. “ASAN service” centers
ensure the mutual integration of public database and accelerate the
organization process of e-service. “ASAN service” is the best example for
the improvement of management services and some foreign countries has
expressed their interest in it.

Since 2018, “E-government Development Centre” attached to State
Agency for Public Service and Social Innovations under the President of the
Republic of Azerbaijan collaborates all government agencies in order to
provide e-services both for locals and foreign people: e-visa, state service,
digital payment and etc. All these services are done through “e-gov” portal.
It facilitates public awareness and storage of social and economic services
and their transfer as well as using other e-services in real time. Moreover,
the Ministry of Transport, Communications and High Technologies, the
Ministry of Labor and Social Protection of People, The Ministry of Health,
The Ministry of Justice, the Ministry of Internal Affairs, State Customs
Committee and other authoritative entities provide people with more
convenient and easier access to electronic services through their portals.

The digitalization of financial services and the increase of information
capacity hold a special place among the strategic goals. Observations show
that the expansion of technological capabilities in recent years has formed a
qualitatively new relationship between financial institutions and customers
and created conditions for forming new markets by creating additional
incentives to improve traditional business models. The extended usage of
the Internet and mobile communications has made it possible to offer
financial services through alternative channels. It also provides access at a
lower cost and higher speeds. It can be demonstrated that social networks
with a broad audience deliver platforms that allow users of financial
services to access direct sources of funding.

Discussions

The transition to the standardization of financial services in Azerbaijan
helped increase financial revenues in the pre-pandemic period. A similar
situation was observed in 2003 in China. Thus, during that period, the
SARS epidemic accelerated the introduction of digital payments and e-
commerce in China. Consequently, the COVID-19 pandemic, in turn, is
accelerating the use of digital financial services. It can also make a
significant difference in financial services because consumers (clients) can
benefit more from online banking development.
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In the budget and financial system of Azerbaijan, especially in the
banking sector, starting from 2018, electronic and digital development
tendencies have begun to expand rapidly. In the banking sector, the
transition to the Internet and mobile banking is exceptionally rapid.
Adopting the law "On electronic signatures" has contributed to the
development and digitalization of banking in the country. Currently, there is
significant progress in the application of digitalization.

Accelerating digitalization has its specific risks. Thus, fierce
competition in the banking sector will encourage leading banks to introduce
new electronic products. As a result, rapid digitalization due to competition
and other demands may lead the country’s banking sector to offer more
risky products. This, in turn, can expose banks to information security
threats. Taking the necessary measures in the banking sector to prevent
cyber threats is a matter that requires some time and resources.

Ultimately, the current application and rapid development of
digitalization in the country’s budget and finance, including the banking
sector, is commendable, but also a matter of time. However, in the future, it
is necessary to take into account the risks and obstacles associated with
digitalization in the light of existing realities. Under such systematic
approaches, digital development will yield better results in the near future.
The process of regulating technology and managing algorithms on
computers, rather than most services in the financial sector, will continue
rapidly.

Conclusion

The digitalization of financial services is not just a technological
phenomenon but, in fact, part of a successful business strategy.
Digitalization causes faster and more efficient operations in the financial
sector, enhances the experience between economic agents and clients, as
well as maintains competitiveness. The bottom line is that the digitalization
of almost all sectors of the economy is one of the new challenges of our
time. Nevertheless, it is a reality that the problems associated with the
transition to rapid digitalization will be resolved over time. In general, the
digitalization of the country’s economy depends on its availability of
modern information resources and technologies, as well as the extent of
their usage.

It can be concluded that the expansion of technological capabilities in
recent years has formed a qualitatively new relationship between financial
institutions and customers and created conditions for the formation of new
markets by creating additional incentives to improve traditional business
models.

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BEHAVIOR OF THE BANK OF ENGLAND AND THE POUND
STERLING IN THE CONDITIONS OF BREXIT UNCERTAINTY

The list of sectors affected by the Brexit process includes the pound sterling and
including the decisions of the Bank of England, which is its regulatory body. Impacts on the
Brexit process have largely occurred since the 2016 referendum. This gives us reason to
believe that the main indicator influencing monetary policy in 2016-2020 is the economic and
political uncertainties created by the information caused by Brexit. The purpose of the study is
to analyze the fluctuations in the national currency due to the Brexit effect and the reactions of
the Bank of England to this process. We can consider the Brexit process as the peak of
Euroscepticism in the United Kingdom. This issue has also been discussed in the European
Union for years. Although the Brexit process actually took place on January 31, 2020.
However, Brexit uncertainty is having an impact on the economy after certain announcements.
Between 2016 and 2020, the pound and the Bank of England experienced a number of historic
lows.

Introduction

The Bank of England has mainly used interest rates to prevent the
negative effects of the Brexit process. The bank last intervened in 2009,
when the global financial crisis hit. The number of interest rate
interventions of the bank is three in 2016-2020, when Brexit-related
processes are more intense. In the first of these cases, the interest rate was
reduced, and in the others the interest rate was increased. When the bank
mentioned the reason for the change in interest rates, Brexit was mentioned
only in the first case as the main reason. In other cases, Brexit is not the
main reason. As for the pound sterling, the national currency has
experienced historic lows with the news of Brexit. Brexit news also caused
fluctuations on the pound.

Methodolgy

The research methodology is based on a detailed analysis of content.
The article was tried to define the effect of information on the decision of
Bank of England and exchange rate for GBP. For this goal, news article and
annual report of Bank of England are analysed. Exchange rate is analysed
according to USD. The correlation coefficient, determination coefficient
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and regression equation are calculated between CPI and unemployment rate,
are applied formulas:

Result

1. Markets do not like uncertainties. In particular, the prolongation of
this type of uncertainty can lead to more negative effects. We have seen this
in the example of the pound sterling. The reason is the long-term
uncertainty of people’s behavior and psychology, update this information
over time and it is a negative analysis of new negative statements each time.

2. We have seen the politicians of the Kingdom evade "Hard Brexit"
information. This is the case with the Bank of England. For example, the
pound lost value after T.May’s "Hard Brexit" announcement in 2016.
However, the Bank of England has avoided such statements, and in its
reports, as well as in the speeches of bank officials, said that even when a
"No-deal Brexit" is on the agenda, the bank is ready for it, or a soft Brexit.

3. The Bank of England’s interventions were primarily to protect the
economy from the effects of Brexit. In the following steps, Brexit was seen
as a secondary and tertiary issue. Thus, it is a bit difficult to stimulate the
economy with high interest rates. In this case, the bank can achieve inflation
under the influence of Brexit, as well as achieve its goals by regulating this
process with interest rates and other instruments.

4. The bank relied on the Phillips curve effect felt in recent years in
the UK economy to address the minimum unemployment rate. This attempt
was unsuccessful at 0.50%. At 0.75%, the decline in the unemployment rate
was relatively stable. But it did not increase. The main reason that hindered
this process was the behavior of the population. After the last increase in
interest rates, there was a stabilization of only around 4.0%. In the
following period, there was an increase in the unemployment rate due to
Covid-19. At now, the bank has taken certain steps to protect jobs and
wages.

Discussion — Impact of Brexit information on 2016

2016 has gone down in history as a year of practical steps towards
Brexit. The Brexit referendum was held on June 23, 2016. Earlier,
D.Cameron raised Brexit in his election campaign, but said he was opposed
to Brexit, especially after gaining some concessions at the Brussels meeting.
However, as a result of the referendum, 51.9% of the population supported
Brexit (EU referendum result, 2016). This process was also marked by a
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historic decline for the pound. Thus, while on June 23 the pound gained +
1.16% against the US dollar, on June 24 it lost -8.06% and settled at $ 1.37.
This was the largest loss of value since 1985 (Bank of England, 2016). At
the same time, the euro suffered the largest depreciation in its history
against the dollar (-3.3%). M.Carney of the Bank of England said the bank
would fulfill its obligations to ensure financial stability (Rodinova, 2016).
The main intervention of the bank in this matter was on August 4, reducing
the interest rate from 0.50% to 0.25%. It was the lowest level in the bank’s
322-year history.

The bank also planned to buy assets worth 60 billion pounds or 80
billion under the stimulus package. The bank said it would buy £ 10bn
worth of securities from non-financial companies next month. The interest
rate decline and the program developed were aimed at preventing the crisis
that Brexit could cause and ensuring economic recovery. A number of
experts (for example, L.O. Carol) have argued that monetary policy alone
would be ineffective. In this case, we think that there is a need for a mixture
of policies (Chu, 2016). As for economic indicators, the bank previously
announced that the economy will grow by 2.3%, but current situation it has
reduced it to 2% in 2016 (Bank of England, 2017). This was the lowest
level since 1993. Inflation is forecast to rise to 2.4% from the target of 2%.
The reason is imported goods. At the same time, M.Carney said a lower
interest rate was possible. On October 11, T.May announced that he would
promote Article 50 by the end of March 2017, and the news caused the
pound to depreciate ($ 1.21) (Wearden, 2016). This increased the likelihood
of a Hard Brexit, and since September 28, the total value loss has been -7%.

Impact of Brexit information on 2017

On January 16, 2017, the pound lost -1.08% to $ 1.20 after T. May’s
pessimistic statements about Brexit. On April 18, T. May announced the
parliamentary elections, and with this news the pound appreciated (between
1.27-1.32 US dollars). The pound traded at $ 1.36 in September amid
reports of Soft Brexit. On November 2, 2017, the Bank of England raised
interest rates from 0.25% to 0.50% for the first time since 2007. M.Carney
said growth is expected in the future. He should be noted that he had
previously announced that a low interest rate could be reached. With this
step, 45 min. depositors and people planning to retire got better terms.
However, the main loss is expected to be experienced by households with
variable interest rates. In a statement, M.Carney said the British were
cautious and preferred fixed-rate loans. This covers about 2 million people.
(What Is The Impact Of A Bank Of England Interest Rate Hike?, 2017).
Interest rate growth was justified by the effects of record low
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unemployment, rising inflation, slowing economic growth, and Brexit
(Bank of England, 2017). Unemployment fell to a 42-year low. Due to
rising inflation and the depreciation of the pound and rising import prices,
there were some difficulties in the business sector.

The pound lost -1.14% against the dollar and -1.7% against the euro on
November 2 following an increase in interest rates. However, it had the
highest exchange rates in 2017 on November 30 ($ 1,353) and December 29
($ 1,352) (Bank of England, 2016). Overall, the pound did not lose value in
2017. Markets do not like uncertainties as Brexit. However, such steps by
the Central Banks, and in particular the positive information provided by the
authorities, ultimately have a positive effect on the markets. Following these
steps, the pound sterling continued to rise until mid-April 2018.

Impact of Brexit information on 2018

On August 2, 2018, the Bank of England raised the interest rate from
0.50% to 0.75%. This was the highest level since 2009. This step was
expected. M.Carney had said this in previous statements. As for the reasons
given — The slowdown in the global economy, the achievement of the 2.0%
inflation target, and the minimization of the effects of Brexit uncertainty
(Bank of England, 2019). M.Carney notes that there are different scenarios
for Brexit, and in each of these scenarios the interest rate should be at least
0.75% (BBC news, 2018). The report also said that the bank could further
raise interest rates to reach the 2.0% inflation target. But this can happen
gradually. It should be noted that the Bank also notes the impact of
weakening global development on the UK in two ways: (Bank of England,
2019)

1. Decrease in demand for the Kingdom’s exports due to the
slowdown in economic development;

2. Decrease in investments as a result of the slowdown in economic
processes;

It is clear that these two effects can be linked to Brexit in different
ways. These effects may also be exacerbated by the Brexit effect. For
example, the difficulties of legal regulation of trade relations with the
countries of the Union with the decision to secede from the Union, and so
on. The pound rose to a record high ($ 1.4288) after a referendum on April
17. In August, there were losses due to the resignations of a number of
officials (B. Johnson and D. Davis) and the news that increased the
probability of a No-deal Brexit. In November, with the resignation of Raab
and the rejection of the “White Paper” by the European Union, it became
clear once again that Brexit would not be easy (Centre for European
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Reform, 2020). The pound fell to $ 1.26-1.30 and ended 2018 with a
declining trend.

Impact of Brexit information on 2019

Although 2019 was not marked by major interventions by the Bank of
England, it was marked by a number of events. On May 15 and March 12,
May put the Brexit agreement to a vote in parliament, but lost each (BBC
news, 2017). The pound depreciated by about -0.60%. It lost -0.73% after
the decision to extend the date of Article 50. On May 24, T. May gained +
0.45% ($ 1.27) with the news of his resignation (Heather, 2019). T. May’s
failures annoyed the population and investors. With Johnson becoming
prime minister on July 24, it lost value from $ 1.2407 to $ 1.2037. We think
that the pound, which rose + 1.94% ($ 1.2443) on October 10, rose due to
the meetings on the Irish border (Proctor, Boris Johnson and Leo Varadkar
say they ‘see pathway’ to Brexit deal, 2019). Extraordinary parliamentary
elections were held in England on December 12, and Johnson was re-
elected Prime Minister. On December 16, Johnson announced that he would
amend the Withdrawal Agreement (Proctor, Boris Johnson will amend
Brexit bill to outlaw extension, 2019). The amendment would formalize the
end of 2019 as a transition period, raising the likelihood of Hard Brexit and
No-deal Brexit, which would lose value over time, even though it was $
1.3331 by that date. However, in 2019, the pound sterling was remembered
with a rising trend.

Impact of Brexit information on 2020

It can be said that 2020 is a very difficult year for the pound. Because
with the advent of Brexit, it gained + 0.81% on January 31 ($ 1.3201).
However, in March, under the influence of Covid-19, there was a rapid loss
of value and once again historical lows. On March 11, 2020, the Bank of
England reduced interest rates (0.25%; 0.10%). This time the reason was to
minimize the effects of Covid-19. A project called the Term Funding
Scheme with additional incentives for SMEs has been developed to provide
assistance to businesses through bank reserves. Since the spread of the
virus, the rapid growth of risky assets and the yield on government bonds
has fallen to its lowest level ever (O’Carroll, 2019). "The core of the
financial crisis was the financial system. At present, there is no reason for
the processes to lead to the crisis of 2008" M.Carney said (Williams-Grunt,
2020) (Bank of England, 2020).
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The impact of the Bank of England’s intervention on interest rates
on the Consumer Price Index (CPI)

One of the reasons for the Bank of England’s interest rate change was
the 2.0% inflation rate. Inflation in the United Kingdom has been steadily
declining since 2013, reaching 0.20% in 2015 and 0.90% on the eve of the
referendum. Inflation rose to 2.8% in September 2017 following the
decision to raise interest rates by 0.25%. In this case, it was 0.4% higher
than the forecast of 2.4% for 2017. On November 2, 2017, there was a
decrease in inflation in response to the 0.50% interest rate. In April 2018,
the inflation rate fell to 2.2% (Office for Nation Statistics, 2020). (Figure 1)
However, as a result of the uncertainty caused by Brexit, the pound’s
exchange rate fluctuated, and inflation began to rise again. On August 2,
2018, the Bank of England raised interest rates again (0.75%). Following
this decision, the inflation rate decreased. According to the bank, this
threshold can be considered successful for the economy. Although the
inflation rate was 2.4% in August 2018, in the following months it was
stabilizing in the range of 2.2-2.0% in September-December 2018, 1.8% in
January-March 2019, and 2.0-1.9% in April-May 2019. In its report, the
bank predicted that inflation would remain stable at around 2.0%. However,
the inflation rate began to decline in August 2019. In December 2019, it fell
to a two-year low of 1.4% (Office for Nation Statistics, 2020). No-deal
Brexit information can be cited as the reason for these declines. Optimism
about Brexit led to a rise in the exchange rate, which in turn reduced
inflation. In January 2020 alone, it rose to 1.8%. The effects of Covid-19
were especially felt in March. In this case, the bank substantially reduced
interest rates, at the same time there was decreased in inflation (Figure 1).

Impact of Brexit information and related decisions on the UK
unemployment rate

One of the reasons for the bank’s adjustment of interest rates was the
unemployment rate. The decision to increase interest rates in 2017 stated
that the unemployment rate is at the lowest level for the last 42 years. For
this reason, a number of economists have noted that the economy is in a
state of stagnation (Banks, 2020). If we look at the unemployment rate by
years: 7.6% in 2013; 6.2% in 2014; 5.4% in 2015; 4.9% in 2016; 4.4% in
2017; 4% in 2018; 3.83% in 2019 (Office for National Statistics, 2020).
This is not normal for the economy, and they are trying to address this
trend, which has continued since 2013, by raising interest rates. In recent
years, the economy is experiencing an employment boom and 3 min. More
than a dozen people have been employed (Office for National Statistics,
2020) (Cunliffe, 2017). This situation is constantly growing. Although there
iS uncertainty about Brexit.

To illustrate this point, consider a thesis we have encountered. During
the 2008 global financial crisis, wages fell. However, there was no
significant return on wages in the post-crisis period (Figure 2) (Cunliffe,
2017). The population’s income did not increase as expected. There were
two ways in which the population responded rationally: the number of
people working in the family had to increase or they had to work longer
hours (Elliot, 2019). Torsten Bell and Laura Gardiner offer three options to
prove this thesis (Bell, 2019). The first was to stop the decline in working
hours that lasted from 1980 to 2008. Between 1980 and 2008, the average
working hour per week fell from 35 to 33 hours. However, if this downward
trend had continued after the crisis, it would have been reduced by more
than an hour now.

Second, although women’s employment remained stable before the
crisis, it rose from 65% to about 72% after 2010. As a third indicator, they
cite the same behavior in other developed countries to prove their thesis. In
other words, the labor market of other high developed countries’ showed a
similar reaction to the income shock.

One of the possible reasons for the unexplained increase in labor may
be an increase in labor supply and, as a result, a decrease in the price of
labor supply. The reason for this may be uncertainty, such as Brexit. In this
case, we propose Brexit as the fourth reason. Because during the 2008
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crisis, people lost their jobs. At present, a new crisis threat has arisen. In this
case, people try not to lose jobs at all, rather than demanding an increase in
wage. Apparently, the Bank of England assumes that the Phillips curve has
an effect on the economy. To analyze this, let’s look at the inflation and
unemployment rates for January 2010 — June 2016. The graph shows that
the Phillips curve effect is not observed:

If we look at the period after the Brexit referendum until August 2018
(when the rate of 0.75% was adopted), we can see the effect of the Phillips
curve. The correlation coefficient for the corresponding period is:

p=-092; y=-17227x + 97682 ; R? = 0,6348

It seems that the bank was able to determine the effect of the Phillips
curve on the economy, and based on this, decided to raise interest rates. If
we analyze these two indicators in the period from August 2018 to February
2020 (until Brexit day), we see that the Phillips curve was going to
disappear (p = 0.69): (in this case we suffered from lack of data)

However, the increase in unemployment caused by the Covid-19 virus
in the following period shows that the economy is once again on the Phillips
curve. In general, when looking at the UK economy, it is possible to
observe the Phillips curve when there is uncertainty and crisis in the
economy. Confirmation of this can be seen during the 2008 financial crisis.
We suppose that in the case of (p = 0.69), as Milton Friedman once pointed
out (Friedman, 1968), the Phillips curve effect was due to external
influences and disappeared for the 4 reasons mentioned above.

During 2019, it ranged between 3.8-3.9%. At the end of 2019 and
2020, the unemployment rate will be 3.9% in December 2019, 4.0% in
January, February and March 2020, 4.1% in April and May, 4.3% in June
and 4.5% in July. (Office for National Statistics, 2020) We assume that the
increase in growth after March was due to the Covid-19 virus.

Conclusion

Uncertainty could be used to achieve macroeconomic results. Because
one of the main targets the bank needed was a 2.0% inflation rate. This
required the depreciation of the pound and Brexit has done it. The question
is how the population would react to the reduction of the "expensive"
pound, which has already become a "tradition"? At the moment, the
"culprit" is Brexit.
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REGIONAL AND TRADITIONAL FOOD MARKET IN POLAND

JEL Category: M31, O18

Regional and traditional food production protects our culinary heritage, integrates local
communities and leads to the development of the region, and provides consumers with food
products of the highest quality (Wozniczko and Piekut, 2015).

Culinary traditions belong to the cultural heritage of a given region or country. A
consumer, especially a tourist, expects that regional or traditional products and dishes will be
the domain of regional restaurants. This type of food is popularized during numerous fairs,
festivals or taste festivals organized in different regions of Poland, which additionally increases
the demand for it. Regional and traditional products, which are available on the Polish market,
especially those included in the EU and National List of Traditional Products, make up the
Polish culinary heritage, which is rich and varied due to regional diversity, history and
influence of neighboring countries.

The aim of the article is to present regional and traditional products on the Polish
market, which are inscribed on the List of Traditional Products in Poland. In Poland, 1982
products and dishes are registered on the List of Traditional Products. Most of the traditional
products come from the Podkarpackie, Matopolskie and Lubelskie provinces.

Key words: food market, traditional and regional products

Introduction

The Community policy for the promotion of high-quality agricultural
and food products developed in the early 1990s, as part of the reform of the
Common Agricultural Policy, aimed at supporting a less productive model
of agriculture, better adapted to consumer needs in terms of food quality,
authenticity of origin and specific food production methods (Kapala 2017,
Grzybek and Szopinski 2017).

The quality of agricultural products is supposed to be a competitive
advantage for European agro-food products that meets "consumer
expectations", and "quality products" are those "that offer the consumer
something more than meeting the basic requirements of food safety,
whether because of their specific characteristics such as taste, origin, etc., or
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because of the method of production” (Green Paper 2008). These
characteristics are the result of agricultural production in certain specific
places or according to a specific method that gives the product an additional
unique "value" that the consumer depends on when making a choice
(Germano 2009; Kapala 2017, Dabrowska 2018). Diversification of
agricultural production and promotion of quality products are among the
most important elements of rural development. The consumer, who has
access to a higher quality product, is at the same time familiarized with the
producer and the natural and cultural environment in which the product was
made.

In Poland as well as in other European Union countries there is a
growing interest of consumers and producers in regional and traditional
food, which is distinguished by its special quality. The food market is
dominated by mass-produced products, while regional and traditional food
constitutes a small market segment. Products from mass industrial
production in their composition contain additional substances, improving
taste, smell, color and preservatives that prolong their durability. These
substances, although approved by food law, reduce consumer confidence in
these foods (Gulbicka 2014). As a result, there is a growing demand for
products with characteristics related to geographical origin and traditional
production methods.

Traditional food is, according to European consumers, food with taste,
which is obtained by taking into account the customs of the local culture of
the region. In the production of traditional food, high quality and unique
raw materials are exposed (Gasiorowski 2005, Grzybek and Szopinski
2017, Dgbrowska 2018). Consumers characterize this food as beneficial in
their opinion and safe, and even pro-healthy and original in terms of taste
(Grzybowska-Brzezinska and Klepacka 2015): manufactured in a specific
way according to the gastronomic heritage, processed in a natural way,
distinguished and known for its sensory properties and related to a certain
local area, region or country (Guerrero et al. 2009; 2010). According to
consumers, traditional food products express the identity of the region. They
are perceived as fulfilling food functions and additionally they have an
impact on strengthening the bonds of local communities (Byszewska 2009).

In addition, traditional and regional food is produced primarily from
proven recipes handed down from generation to generation. Traditional
food is a product filling a market niche thanks to the quality resulting from
the traditional manufacturing process, often based on centuries of tradition
(Borowska 2008).

According to Council Regulation (EC) No 509/2006 of 20 March
2006, a traditional product is a product which has ‘a specific character —
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designating a characteristic or set of characteristics which clearly
distinguishes an agricultural product or foodstuff from similar products or
foodstuffs of the same category’, whereby ‘a characteristic or set of
characteristics may refer to the intrinsic qualities of the product such as its
physical, chemical, microbiological or organoleptic characteristics, its
production method or the specific conditions pertaining to its production’.

A regional product as defined by Council Regulation (EC) No
510/2006 of 20.03.2006 refers to its origin, whereby ‘designation of origin,
geographical indication — means the name of a region, a specific place or, in
exceptional cases, of a country, used to designate an agricultural product or
a foodstuff:

— originating in that region, place, country,

— whose quality, characteristics, specific reputation is attributed to this
geographical origin.

— the production, processing and preparation of which takes place in
the defined geographical area’.

These names underline the specific character of these products,
referring to the products themselves and the place of their production (in the
case of regional products) (Newerli-Guz and Rybowska 2015).

Material and methods

The subject of the study was the analysis of the number of registered
traditional and regional products in Poland. The research was conducted on
the basis of data collected in the register published by the Ministry of
Agriculture and Rural Development in Poland.

To determine the number of products entered in the List of Traditional
Products by product category and the administrative division of Poland, the
list of traditional products included in the "List of Traditional Products™ was
used in accordance with Article 55 of the above mentioned Act, which is
published annually by the end of May in the official journal of the minister
in charge of agricultural markets.

Results of the studies

Placing a product on the Community list gives the possibility of using
the Community logo, and in the case of PDO and PGI the product name is
also protected. In Poland, there is also the List of Traditional Products
established under the Act of 17 December 2004 on the registration and
protection of names and designations of agricultural products and foodstuffs
and traditional products (Journal of Laws of 20 June 2017, Item 1168,
http://www.minrol.gov.pl).
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The list is composed of the Marshals of individual provinces and the
Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development. The list may include a
product produced using the traditional method for at least 25 years, a
product whose distinguishing features result from this method of production
and are an element of the cultural heritage of the region and its social
identity. No privileges or rights related to the protection of the product are
associated with the entry on the list. The purpose of creating the lists is to
identify products and producers, promote them and encourage them to apply
for the EU label.

The analysis of the number of Traditional Products registered on the
List (Table 1) depending on the region indicates that most products come
from Podkarpackie (246 products), Matopolskie (224) and Lubelskie (223).
The fourth position is occupied by the Pomeranian Province (179). The
poorest number of these products is in Warminsko-Mazurskie (46),
Zachodniopomorskie (55) and Dolnoslaskie (52).

Meat products (442), ready meals and dishes (430 products) and
bakery and confectionery products (362) constitute the richest groups of
traditional products. The least registered food products on the Traditional
Products List were recorded in the following groups: other products (39),
fishery products (64) and oils and fats (66).

Depending on the category and area of the traditional product, most
products were recorded:

— dairy products (25) in the Podkarpackie Province;

— meat products (80) in Podkarpackie;

— fisheries (17) in Pomerania;

— nuts, seeds, cereals, vegetables and fruits (20) in Lubelskie and
Lodzkie provinces;

— bakery and confectionery products (51) in the Subcarpathian region;

— oils and fats (12) in the Zachodniopomorskie Province;

— bee-keeping (honey) in the Lublin region (10);

— prepared meals and dishes (55) in the Silesian Voivodeships;

— beverages (alcoholic and non-alcoholic) in the Lublin Province (37);

— other products (6) in the Kujawsko-Pomorskie Province.

Applications

The market of regional and traditional products is made up of raw
material producers, processors, their unions and associations, dealing with
education, promotion, market research, historical and cultural heritage,
organizations of inhabitants, consumers, regional and local authorities,
financial and parafinancial institutions, advisory institutions, local
governments of producers and inhabitants, various types of schools, leaders
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of social and economic life. They are collaborated by experts with
knowledge of economics, management, marketing and economic policy of
the European Union, supporting the construction of the market of regional
and traditional products (Wozniczko and Piekut, 2015).

Promoting culture and tradition and supporting activities aimed at
disseminating knowledge about our culinary heritage can make regional and
traditional products one of the showpieces of Poland, especially its regions,
a great tourist attraction. The promotion of the idea of protecting the names
of regional and traditional products is a very important element of rural
development and influences the development of the areas where they come
from. The system of protection also favors the diversification of activity in
rural areas, also in less favored areas, and prevents depopulation of these
areas.

The system of protection of regional and traditional products increases
the tourist attractiveness of rural areas and their production may constitute
an important source of income for local communities. These products, in
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addition to being an excellent showcase of the region, can become an
important factor influencing the development and attractiveness of rural
areas, and ultimately an opportunity for small communities and a great
attraction for consumers.

In order to increase the tourist attractiveness of a given region, various
forms of its promotion are used, such as fairs, markets, tournaments,
competitions where local specialties can be tasted and purchased, and
presentations of local products are also held.

Summary

The functioning of the traditional food market is important for both
local societies and the whole country. Tradition is understood as the
transmission from generation to generation of behaviors, customs, beliefs
and rituals considered by a community as important for its present and
future. This tradition can relate to both food production and food
consumption.
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One of the tools used to analyze the environment of the enterprise is the SWOT analysis.
This paper deals with the use of this method as a tool to assess the environment of an
organization. The research was conducted in a company operating in the aviation industry
located in southern Poland. The analysis allows to identify the strengths and weaknesses of the
entity, which will allow to properly design its strategy. The research used the case study
method. The most important strengths were: having certified quality management systems
compliant with PN-EN 9100:2018 and PN-EN I1SO 9001:2015 standards, constant cooperation
with some customers, diversification of production, machinery park. The main weaknesses
were: little experience of some young employees, limited space in the production department.
The most important opportunities were: purchase of a new plot of land for the construction of a
new production hall, potential higher profits due to cost optimization of the services provided.
The two greatest threats are: competition and the risk of losing orders from the aviation
industry, which may result in the need to close production departments. Due to the advantage
of strengths and opportunities over the negative aspects of the immediate environment, the
company chose the maxi-maxi strategy.

Introduction

Risk management within the environment of the organization is crucial
for its proper development. Therefore, the implementation of an appropriate
tool to identify risks resulting from the weaknesses of the entity is crucial.
The PN-EN 1SO 9001:2015 and PN-EN 9100:2018 standards present the
requirements for risk management in aspects related to the internal and
external environment. However, the standards do not clearly indicate the
tool that the entity should use to analyze the aspects that have the greatest
impact on the closer environment.

As a result of the dynamically changing business environment, the
surveyed organization faced the need to implement the risk assessment
process of its business. It was required by both clients and auditors of
independent certification bodies. The management of the organization also
came to the conclusion that this type of analysis was needed. For the
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purposes of this study, research from an unpublished master’s thesis was
used (Cybowicz 2020).

SWOT analysis and conduct strategies

SWOT analysis draws its origins from the concept of strategic
planning. The concept of analysis appeared in the literature at the turn of the
1950s and 1960s. It was first described by scientists and consultants at
Harvard Business School, and by scientists from Stanford University (Gurel
2017; Ingaldi 2017).

The SWOT analysis consists in collecting information about the
examined enterprise from the distant and closer environment. The collected
data should be systematized and grouped according to the adopted
subgroups. Within the subgroups, the aspects that represent the collected
data should be identified. The table 1 shows the SWOT analysis form
(Gotebiowski 2001; Gurel 2017; Ingaldi 2017).

The first element of the analysis is the strengths of the analyzed
organization (Strength). Features assigned to this group constitute the
greatest strengths and advantages of the examined entity. These can be
elements that positively distinguish the organization from the environment.
These are the so-called key success factors that determine the type of
corporate strategy (Floyd, 2011; Gotebiowski 2001; Ingaldi, 2017).

Weaknesses are the second element of the analysis. These factors
include all the defects and barriers that exist in the organization. The reason
for their occurrence may be, among others, the consequences from resource
limitations and insufficient qualifications of employees and management
(Floyd, 2011; Gotebiowski 2001; Ingaldi, 2017).
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Another element of the analysis are Opportunities. They are
understood as any existing possibility, expected process, phenomenon and
trend taking place in the environment of the organization, which when
properly used can constitute an impulse for development (Floyd, 2011;
Gotebiowski 2001; Ingaldi, 2017).

The last element of the analysis is Threats. They include everything
that poses the risk of unfavorable changes. These are all processes,
phenomena and trends taking place in the environment that may create a
barrier to the development of the organization, difficulties in its functioning,
increased operating costs or may lead to the collapse of the enterprise
(Floyd, 2011; Gotebiowski 2001; Ingaldi, 2017).

On the basis of determining the advantage of selected factors within
four groups, the organization should adopt one of the four strategies. The
first is the aggressive Maxi-maxi strategy. It occurs when the company has
an advantage of strengths over weaknesses, and when opportunities
dominate over threats in the organization’s environment (Gotgbiowski
2001; Racka 2018).

Another one is the conservative strategy, the Mini-Maxi. It occurs
when the weaknesses of the organization outweigh its strengths. At the
same time, the opportunities in the environment outweigh the threats. The
enterprise should strive to improve the condition of the areas where
deficiencies have been identified (Gotebiowski 2001; Racka 2018).

Next is the Maxi-Mini competitive strategy. It occurs when the
organization has an advantage of strengths over weaknesses, while
operating in an environment where the threats outweigh the opportunities.
The main effort of the organization should be activities that will reduce the
impact of threats resulting from the environment in a certain way
(Gotebiowski 2001; Racka 2018).

The last type is the Mini-Mini defensive strategy. It is a company
where weaknesses outweigh strengths. The environment of the organization
creates an advantage of threats over opportunities. If this is the case, the
entire venture may be doomed to failure (Gotebiowski 2001; Racka 2018).

Results of SWOT analysis conducted in the area nearest of the
research organization

The following methods were used in the research:

o internal audit and external audit — as part of the 1SO 9001 system
operating in the organization, audits are carried out by both internal auditors
and representatives of certification bodies. The results of these audits are a
valuable source of information for improvement.
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e system documentation analysis — it allows to detect weaknesses of
the system, especially in areas related to meeting legal requirements and
customer standards,

e interviews with employees — the knowledge of employees at
various levels of the organization is often undocumented. Interviews allow
to obtain information that cannot be obtained in any other way. Establishing
direct contact with employees allows to look at the organization from their
perspective.

o analysis of post-audit nonconformities — this analysis allows to
directly focus on weaknesses and threats to the organization, as non-
conformities directly indicate failure to meet specific requirements.

The factors in the micro-environment and the macro-environment of
the organization were taken into account.

The microenvironment of an organization is everything that does not
belong to itself, it is a factor that influences it or will have an impact on it in
the future (Floyd 2011; Krélik 2017; Lisowska 2013; Wyrebek 2012).

The macro-environment of the organization is a set of conditions that
affect the functioning of the organization. These are factors on which the
enterprise has a negligible influence; therefore the organization should
monitor them, analyze them and make appropriate decisions based on the
conclusions drawn. Theoretically, the macro-environment is the background
for the functioning of the subject (Gotebiowski 2001; Krolik, 2017).

The first aspect taken into consideration when conducting the SWOT
analysis in terms of the environment was the resources of the analyzed
organization. The organization’s human resources are created by
experienced employees. Staff with more than 5 years of professional
experience constitutes 38% of all employees. Managerial positions are held
by people with higher education in mechanics and machine construction,
chemistry and management.

The organization employs, among others, people who continue their
education at first and second degree studies — these are employees from the
administrative and production staff. Thanks to this, the company has a
chance to implement new solutions, ideas and good practices that can bring
many benefits.

Due to the increase in customer orders in several departments, the
number of employees was increased. New human resources generate at the
same time an opportunity for development and threats resulting from the
lack of industry experience.

Another analyzed aspect was infrastructure. The production
departments have equipment that allows to offer services to the extent
required by customers. In the mechanical department, the company has a
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machine park that allows it to perform operations on aviation details
required by the customer. These resources are characterized by a weakness
related to the age of the machines — several of them are machines from the
nineties of the last century. They generate the risk of failure. In order to
keep the risk under control, the machines undergo constant inspections and
repairs.

The organization has one production hall that generates a weakness
related to limited space. In order to minimize the negative effects of a small
production space, investment decisions are made.

The Electroplating Department is equipped with bathtubs that enable
galvanic processes to be carried out on large-size details. The organization
has an advantage over the competition in this field.

Another analyzed aspect was the fact that the organization has a
certified quality management system, which creates opportunities in the
form of acquiring new customers and maintaining constant cooperation with
existing customers. It can be the basis for the implementation of other
management systems. The risk that may occur as a result of the loss of
certificates is the loss of production orders from customers who require a
certified system from suppliers.

The organization has two important customers. The first customer is
from the aviation industry and the second is from the oil industry. Due to
the dependence on two large customers, there is a risk of potential loss of
production orders. In extreme cases, this risk may be a direct cause of
employment reduction. This risk is mitigated by the constant search for new
customers.

The collected data was grouped, according to the SWOT analysis
methodology, into four groups. The summary is included in Table 2.

Conclusions

The SWOT analysis allowed the organization to learn about the
aspects that determine its success. Due to the advantage of strengths and
opportunities over the negative aspects of the immediate environment, the
company chose the maxi-maxi strategy. The company focused on taking
advantage of the opportunities resulting from the investment plans. The
purchase of the plot of land will allow the organization to build the planned
hall which will enable the expansion of the production area. Expanding the
production area will eliminate the weakness of the organization.

In order to reduce the risk of losing orders from two key clients, it was
decided to look for new contracts. The most focus was on the mechanical
department and the polishing department, which so far have provided
services to one customer. Thanks to new clients, the organization has stood
the test of time during the crisis caused by the pandemic.

Increasing the number of preventive actions in the field of machinery
supervision allowed to reduce the number of failures. Scheduling
inspections and removing minor defects on time eliminated the problems
that were the cause of unplanned downtime. Fewer failures resulted in
higher production efficiency, which was the result of increased efficiency.
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To maintain the existing business contacts, it is of key importance for
the company to maintain a certified quality management system.
Continuous improvement through internal audits, corrective actions or
management reviews is crucial for the proper functioning of the system.
Certificates guarantee the retention of existing customers; they are also an
opportunity to establish cooperation with new entities.

The SWOT analysis allowed the company to recognize strengths and
weaknesses. Getting to know them made it possible to plan the right actions,
which turned out to be crucial for the company’s survival on the market.
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Integration is a process that is multifaceted and dynamic. In the modern world,

integration and its opposite-
disintegration-coexist or change each other concurrently at each point of the growth of
countries and of integration associations. If incorporation, from the complementarity of the
economies of the participating countries, makes the advantages of integrating disparate parts
into a single whole, then disintegration weakens their mutual dependence. The new system of
integration should ensure, in general, active human growth. The article explores the key
directions of modernization that are appropriate to the Sustainable Development Strategy,
allowing, through maintaining national identity and traditional spiritual values, a shift in the
living conditions of the population. The processes for choosing life strategies, which is directly
influenced by either integration or the other, are transformed by ideas about the environment,
culture, and themselves. The task of disintegration is not only to oppose integration, but to
create momentum for a new space for regional configuration. The processes of integration and
disintegration in the world’s modern political system are becoming more common.

1. Introduction

The method of both integration and disintegration, which has no
definitive typology, is difficult.

The problem of integration research is directly linked to the real-world
integration process, which recognizes general patterns, triggers,
circumstances, and fundamental features of this phenomenon. The modern
integration method must achieve active human development. This is the key
standard and value of the modern world and it also constitutes an
institutional working structure according to the standards. Integration
influences the growth trends of the developed world since global
governance affects the global structure. This integration process, as opposed
to the disintegration process yet these mechanisms, is closely associated. As
new opportunities and new threats emerge in the contemporary globalizing
community, this study aims to describe the complexities of the future of
society with potential solutions.

In a globalized world, the article analyses the key causes of modern
processes of disintegration and integration. Due to internal and external
causes, there are multiple forms and manifestations of disintegration. Some
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of the most important problems facing, for instance, EU countries in the
process of further integration were listed, according to the findings of a poll
sponsored by the European Commission. In summary, the article concludes
that the key reasons for these problems today are the inconsistencies
between the decisions taken by national and supranational institutions in the
integration union, the lack of trust in the integration union by the EU
community, which does not feel a sense of participation in decision-making,
and the ability to influence the activities of supranational authorities. The
threats of radical changes that can be associated with the erosion of local
social and cultural identity, the devaluation of traditional spiritual values,
etc., are also characterized by globalization processes and their complexities
of incorporation into modern society.

2. Research Methods

The study approach consists of evaluating direct and indirect
knowledge sources. The main research information was acquired through
direct observation of the philosophical, methodological, and socio-
economic study methods of the processes. In addition to research
institutions, journals, international books, and regional and international
Internet information, secondary sources were information provided during
previous research, from national, international, and mega-survey statistics.

3. Results of Regional integration in The Modern World

Regional convergence has become an integral part of the global space
of modernity.

In
this regard, and as opposed to integration, disintegration refers to a process
which is embodied in the reduction of countries < economic relations, the
breakdown of existing links, structures, and institutions, which contributes
to the separation of economic systems that are already integrated. This
mechanism enhances independence. At each point of developed countries
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and integration associations, both phenomena coexist concurrently in the
industrialized world or alter each other.

National economies are experiencing phases of systemic
transformations, becoming subsystems of an even more complex economic
system. The disintegration of a large complex economic system, in line with
the system approach, leads to the formation within it of several independent
new systems, the operating and development can also lead to a new
integration process. In turn, it is only based on the purposeful and organized
actions of the economic agents of all the national subsystems, which have
been, included in the integrated economic system that progressive growth.
Processes of integration and disintegration are therefore closely related to
each other. The first depends on the intensity of the causes, which not only
contribute to it, but also counteract the tempo, direction, and types. If they
start to dominate, they will disrupt the on-going integration process, even if
it has a traditionally justified and progressive nature.

4. The role of Human Conscience

The global economic challenges have already shown that involved in
modernization is not just economics, politics, culture, but also the human
conscience. Globalization gives rise to contentious issues and has a
significant effect on the various levels of integration, especially regional
ones. As a result, we have to rethink the methods for integration today. The
traditional approach to regional integration research, centered on the
rationale of the ‘Free Trade Zone — Customs Union — Common Market —
Monetary Union’ paradigm, no longer reflects contemporary globalization
processes. The digital age needs to move forward in a new way!

For example, today the outflow of capital in the form of foreign direct
investment plays an important role in the deepening of globalization. This is
the key factor contributing to the driving force for the export of
development processes outside national borders. It should be known that
multinational companies account for the bulk of foreign direct investment,
thus serving as the key catalyst of the processes of globalization at the
various levels of leadership.

Regionalism is being along well with globalism nowadays, as
previously discussed. Several facts suggest that regional economic systems,
through intensifying contact between their institutions, lead to the more
desirable inclusion of the global economy. The integration of nations with
diverse levels of economic growth, with different characteristics of the
economy and of foreign trade, based on the old frameworks of state control,
poses major barriers to the creation of a shared economic region and needs
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better estimates of the impacts of globalization and integration on the
country’s economy and the implementation of self-development.

The growth of productive forces because of scientific and
technological advancement triggers fundamental changes in the structure of
social activity and the international division of labor.

5. Political and Institutional Reasons

In the development of integration processes, political and institutional
reasons play an active role: the same direction of the internal and foreign
policy vectors of the united countries; the similarity of the political goals
associated with the operation of the association; recognition of the need to
move from mutual rivalry to the convergence of efforts to fight global
competition; the timely transition to the supranational level of part of the
national authority and the creation of supranational institutions; support for
all segments of the population, etc.

Integration has internal mechanisms, self-development capacity, and
relational growth. Such a ‘high amount” of positive factors can be gained.
Also, the lack of such a "critical amount" of factors, on the other hand,
triggers the process of disintegration today. Stable socio-economic growth
and success in the foreign market have been achieved in today’s developing
world countries based on the functioning of the national innovation system.
The primary objective of public policy is the formation of each state and the
effective interaction of the elements of the national innovation system.

6. The Essence of Modern Integration and Globalization

The formation of a new international order is the dominant trend of the
21st century. A factor in the growth of modern society is the expansion of
global knowledge. It allows positive transformation to be carried out and the
current challenges to be solved.

In all areas of human life, information technology has become a force
in fundamental changes. A new order focused on the transformation of
information capital has been laid down by the world community. Through
information technology (IT), individuals become part of the global
community, able to communicate freely, and access real-time information.
Information is interpreted into goods and services that transform economic,
technical, and social growth. This is the conversion of information resources
into information products and services in the modern world. The number of
people working in the field of information services is one of the conditions
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for society’s transition to the stage of information growth. In that case, the
organization is regarded as informative if the rate reaches 50 percent. The
digital system helps the economy to transition towards the massive use of
advanced information technology. As a result, the market is formed of
knowledge and information, which are the factors of production.

In accordance, there is mainly human capital in today’s world, i.e.
highly skilled scientists and engineers and exciting scientific and
technological advances. In determining variable integration, the growth of
international scientific and technical cooperation has become one of the
most important factors. Capital consists of financial flows viewed as a
global system and powered by digital communications. Thus, this digital
information has become an important factor that provides stability and
flexibility for post-industrial economies. Intelligence, along with natural
resources, labor, and money, is a big asset and a modern unique resource
that is commonly used in the world today (fig.1).

7. Disintegration’s Core and the European Union (EU)

In terms of causes, there are the following types of disintegration:
embedded, disintegration of multi-level structures, and the lack of a nation-
kernel because of the leadership’s loss of authority.

To begin with, the key aspect of embedded disintegration is the
existence in the integration process of initially formed internal
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contradictions while forming an integration association that leads to the
integration system’s self-liquidation at a certain point. Moving on, a rise in
the socio-economic, political, and cultural diversity, which creates
difficulties for mutual benefits among participating countries, is the
explanation for the disintegration of multilevel structures. Supranational
interests, who are more generally defended by politicians, are at odds with
the weaker participants’ national interests or with the leaders’ own national
interests. The disintegration of the multi-level structure is reflected in the
contradiction between the decisions taken by the national and supranational
institutions in the integration union, the lack of a sense of participation in
decision-making, and the ability to control the activities of supranational
institutions. For example, following the lack of confidence of the EU
community, just 1/3 of Europeans believe that their voice is relevant at the
EU level, as per a survey financed by the European Commission. In this
regard, states that challenge the prospects for European integration or risk
the repatriation of national powers, historically shifted to the supranational
structures of the EU, call for national interests, causing nationalism to
increase.

The survey findings illustrate some of the most critical issues facing
the EU;

1) Satisfaction with Europe’s level of democracy. Most people
expressed satisfaction with the degree of democracy in just one country-in
Denmark. Countries are aiming for more integration where most people are
not happy with the degree of democracy.

2) According to Europeans, it is doubtful that Britain will be the only
nation in the next ten years to leave the European Union. (fig. 1).

3) Itis doubtful that EU citizens will allow the UK to sign a free-trade
deal with the EU after leaving the EU, which, as British citizens insist,
won’t involve the compulsory right of EU citizens to live and work in the
UK. Most individuals feel that it is better not to enter into free trade
agreements with the United Kingdom, rather than to agree to free trade
without freedom of movement. (fig. 2).

4) The greatest problem for Europeans is immigration. For these four
nations, immigration has been described as the most significant problem:
the United Kingdom, Denmark, Germany, and Sweden. And this issue is
considered less relevant only by Poland, Spain, and Romania.

8. Alexey Gromyko’s Russian perspective & the impacts of the
current pandemic on our globalised world
To Alexey Gromyko’s Russian perspective & the impacts of the
current pandemic on our globalized world:
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To quote: “There are decades when little happens. And there are weeks
when decades happen”. (Alexey Gromyko, 2020) The COVID-19 pandemic
has proven this expression true. The pandemic has had a deep impact on
politics, the economy, and public mentality. Some of the most dramatic
changes we have seen in decades are currently facing society, providing us
with challenges and opportunities to reassess long-held concepts, systems,
and ways of being.

When we speak about the modern world economy today, we presume
that political agendas exist in certain situations. In modern times, it is
difficult to prevent this. Economic, technical, and information-based rivalry,
among others, became prominent with the COVID-19 outbreak. Not
unexpectedly, globalization has changed from a self-regulated economic
mechanism to a political instrument used to counter rivals in the industry.

The global economy is suffering from asymmetrical shock, with
supply and demand weakening concurrently. There have been tremendous
injections of money to alleviate the effects of the pandemic. Toxic debts are
once again accumulating. The US and its European allies’ military
decoupling persist. Generally speaking, systemic and structural
developments in international affairs and global and regional governance
are reinforcing the patterns that have been reinforced in previous years.

The replacement of global integration by regional integration is a key
aspect of the new stage of globalization. Thus, regressive, higher-level
disintegration processes are followed by rising demand at the lower,
regional level for integration processes. Trade wars between the US and
China, for instance, or limits imposed by the European Union on foreign
investment, are part of global disintegration. In the shadow of the new EU
Industrial Strategy, leadership in the European economy will rise, market
mechanisms will become more distorted, and protectionism will grow to
promote one’s own competitiveness.

In December 2019, the current European Commission declared itself a
diplomatic one. One of its key priorities has been to provide the EU, with
the aid of the Green Movement, digitalization, and the new industrial
strategy, with global leadership in international trade, legislation, standards,
and benefit chains. The Green Deal envisages the EU’s transformation into
a ‘climate-neutral’ zone by 2050. To accomplish this, many steps are
expected by the EU, including the implementation of a carbon tax on the
external borders of the Single Market and the development of a Just
Transition Fund with a budget of approximately EUR 1 trillion. These
preparations are in jeopardy due to the pandemic and the colossal cost of
battling it.
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9. Conclusion

We should have a cohesive socio-economic policy, able to unite
society and set the course of the "vector" evolution, to overcome the effect
of the negative trends of globalization. The lack of an economic policy is
the supreme issue of a society’s evolution, contributing to the predominance
of economic chaos. In the twenty-first century, the transition to modern
national structural and institutional policies characterizes the key path of the
evolution of public policies in countries with developed market economies,
where government, business, and public institutions are partners in their
growth and execution, each member having specific strategic decision-
making rights and resilience.

Moreover, depending on theoretically high-quality human resources,
private companies could engage more effectively in the development of
new-economy systems gaining from the widespread use of current
innovative advantages of information technologies. The steady convergence
of the quality of the domestic macro-and micro-competitive climate and the
expectations of entrepreneurial firms with equivalents on the world market
is the true path to moving into the global economic field. The right to use
the resources of the world market (including public enterprises) as systems
already established (financial, innovation, investment, distribution,
information, advertising, etc.) must be paid for, including through domestic
companies, by selling stock market shares, in particular to foreign investors,
as mergers and acquisitions have recently become successful instruments of
acquisition.

Sustainable growth, in particular the modernization of the national
technology infrastructure, should be one of the key priorities of the business
community, with the doubling of state involvement and the need to establish
and strictly implement economic reproduction legislation. In the sense of
changing the conventional paradigm, this approach helps us to expose the
details of value creation in modern society, to examine the role of local
factors in ensuring the community’s compensatory response to the
dynamics of global change, to establish a theoretical and methodological
basis for measuring the dynamics of regional integration processes.

The value obtained of prospective state macroeconomic policies, in
particular, the tax, credit, financial, fiscal, monetary, customs, and
depreciation policy indicators that decide the factors for business
development, are becoming increasingly important in taking the path of
sustainable economic growth for the implementation of national structural
policies.
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Following a detailed study, with deeper integration at the regional
level, additional stimuli may be achieved to reinforce mutual dependency
within the EU. For example, owing to the corona crisis, the joint Franco-
German initiative to establish, under the sponsorship of the European
Commission, a EUR 750 billion fund to assist Member States may become
the most relevant contribution to strengthening the federal elements of the
EU.

10. Main Findings

There are not many special inquiries in economic literature dedicated
to the problems of disintegration. From an economic point of view, it is
noteworthy the work of Villard G., T. Kyleena, Ozmedir H., Etzioni A.,
dedicated to the research of the causes of disintegration patterns in the
European Union countries.

The historical process’s practical effects take place in the context of
the disintegration of a single system, and in the form of the introduction of a
new type of system, that is, the alternation between the integration and
disintegration processes. This conclusion is reinforced by the accumulated
and modern world experience of setting up and ending the lives of multiple
integration formations, and then the emergence of others.

Without regional and global integration, the country has no other
prospect of being an isolated closed economy, exchanging low-value-added
agricultural and industrial goods for unpredictable prices of high-tech
products and high-value-added intellectual services, born in the depths of
competitive innovation by international companies.

The dominant role of local factors in ensuring the community’s
compensation response to the dynamics of global transformation is to
promote the modernization of production and social infrastructure,
implemented in the construction of transnational transport infrastructure,
communications, energy, main pipelines, international science facilities,
education, health, recreation, sport, all of them capable to bring the
economy to a qualitatively higher level of social development. The direction
of integration is determined by the idea of building an intellectually
developed society, the basis of our economic strategy which should include
the mechanisms of sustainable socio-economic development: the creation of
a socially-oriented market economy; adherence to human values; creation of
open economic structures; formation of systems of economic forecasting
using knowledge about evolutionary laws; improvement of methods of state
regulation of foreign economic activity.

We also understand that the creation of the integration system is
dependent, on the one hand, on the a convergence of the interests of

countries in one or another field of international relations and, on the other,
on the overcoming of the contradictions arising from the collision processes
between the interests and objectives of some states or groups leading to
disintegration.

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THE IMPACT OF THE GOVERNMENTAL ECOLOGICAL
CONTROL ON THE EXPORT TO THE EU AND THE TOTAL
BUDGET OF IRELAND

The article considers the ecological dimension of the economic policy. The case of
Ireland as one of the most prosperous EU members has been taken. The governmental
investments to the ecological problems have been outlined. The division and amounts of the
basic ecological taxes as well as the comparison of ecological governmental trades and taxes
amounts have been shown in the visuals. The influence of ecological policy on the trade
between Ireland and the EU has been outlined.

Key words: ecological control, international trade of Ireland, export, European Union.

Considering the ecological issues caused by several factors (such as
improperly placed production, usage of long-term materials and so on), the
European people care the items they buy to be environmentally friendly.
Therefore, the countries exporting goods to the European Union should
make sufficient efforts to let the merchandise correspond the requirements
by supporting the industries with subsidies. Moreover, the states integrating
the EU benefit from implementing sufficient ecological taxes in different
fields, getting better ecological ranks and more income. However, several
countries still ignore propounded strategies due to misperceiving the
ecological control and investment relates importance to the economic
sphere development. Assuming the fact, the annual influence of the Irish
governmental ecological control on the exports and the budget is the great
evidence of the factors impact significance.

Ireland, the country with a fast developed business (transited from
under-British-controlled to the Irish independent and one of the first-place-
ranked among the EU (first in economic health, 5" in running start-up, the
10" in terms of business climate and 17™ in business in Europe (Earley,
2020)) in less than hundred years) created due to the right strategies
choosing, is a great role model representing ecological control and
economical income relates strategy.

The first thing to consider is the governmental investments to the
ecological factor. To make the strategy and the system work, and moreover,
to encourage the industries to make efforts by supporting their initiatives,
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the Irish authorities have spent some budget on paying ecological subsidies.
The proposed concept pertains the EU’s philosophy that much that some
percentage of the transfers is funded annually. The percentage of the
governmental and Union’s subsides covering is represented by the
following fig. 1 (Environmental Subsidies and Similar Transfers 2018 —
CSO - Central Statistics Office, 2020).

The equation expresses that the percentage of medium expenses paid
by the EU in 2009-2018 equals t018.5%, therefore, the percentage paid by
Irish government equals to 81.5%.

The significant point to be considered after assuming the trade
sponsors and measured amounts of subsidies annually is the distribution of
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money to the different fields (shown at the figure 2, and represented by four
general spheres such as wastewater management, production of energy from
renewable recourses, protection of biodiversity and heat/energy saving and
management; and the other fields category which represents the specific
subsidies non-included in the four main categories (Environmental
Subsidies and Similar Transfers 2018 — CSO — Central Statistics Office,
2020) and concerning 2014-2018).

The fig. 3 (Environmental Subsidies and Similar Transfers 2018 —
CSO - Central Statistics Office, 2020) represents the statistics of the
previous figure in the percentages of the total spends to the different spheres
by the government only in overall.
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The figure shows the priority of the wastewater management, the only
subsidy sphere which is non-obligated with taxes further.

After comprehending the trades distribution and investigation sources,
the most important point to consider is the proportion of the share of
subsidies paid by the national exchequer to the general government total
expenditure, which can be found at the figure 4 (Economy — CSO — Central
Statistics Office, 2020) with the calculations of the medium ecological
spend percentage to the annual expenditure budget (which is equal to
0,82%) inside the dates of the fig.4.

The second point to acknowledge is the possibility of the country
which has invested in the sphere to regulate the actions of the industries and
society by implementing normative and reasonable ecological taxes,
therefore, having money paid back from the successful trades. The point
includes both the basic taxes such as pollution and resource, energy,
transport and the specific ones such as improper, non-ecological material
consumption. Moreover, the important remark is that Irish tax system
includes only water pollution tax, the water supply and effluent is excluded
and the householders are almost free from wastewater services and the
carbon windfall profits of utilities taxes (Andersen, Speck, Gee and Martin,
2010). As is mentioned in the article of European Environment Agency
(Andersen, Speck, Gee and Martin, 2010): “Ireland is one of several EU
member states to have introduced energy-carbon taxes for all energy
products not covered by the European Union Emissions Trading Scheme
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(EUETS); ...” Those are successfully supported and previously covered by
the governmental initiative mentioned as the ecological subsidies in the
point earlier. Due to the fact, all the specific taxes could be taken, increasing
both economic and ecologic rates. The initiative and the results are leading
to the overdoing the Paris Convention arrangements (Paris Agreement —
Climate Action — European Commission, 2020) and to the following
benefits.

The division and amounts of the basic ecological taxes (such as:
energy, transport, pollution and recourse) of Ireland (Environment Taxes
2018 — CSO - Central Statistics Office, 2020) are shown at the fig. 5 (More
detailed classification of the proposed taxes statistics could be found at the
table 1 at (Environment Taxes 2018 — CSO — Central Statistics Office,
2020)).

The comparison of ecological governmental trades and taxes amounts
are represented in fig. 6. The difference between 2 columns is equal to
governmental income (and is calculated inside dates of the fig.6).

Not only income-orientated advantages are available to the county at
such a high point, therefore it is important to assume the newly aimed
ecological ranks of Ireland. The country is 10th in EU for achieving UN’s
sustainable development goals (Ireland ranked 10th in EU for achieving
UN’s sustainable development goals, 2020) and 9" in the world for its
overall environmental record (Ireland ranks low globally on biodiversity
and climate record, finds the report, 2020).

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The final point to be considered is the Irish merchandise export. To
begin with, the fact that the EU is one of the main Irish consumers should
be acknowledged. Hence, the comparison of statistics of the overall exports
to the EU (WTO, International trade and tariff data, 2020) and the world
(except the EU) (CSO Quick tables: Annual External Trade €m, 2020)
would support the thesis. The fig. 7 includes both consumers and the dates
to analyze (the dates of export to the EU is in the dollar value, therefore the
annual exchange rate was taken (Exchange rates and interest rates —
Statistics Explained, 2020)).

After analyzing the Irish exports, the last important issue to consider is
whether export to the EU is dependent on the subsiding the ecology due to
the statistics (shown at the fig. 8).

As a result of the consideration of the presented on the role-model
country information the conclusions may be the following:

The idea of supporting ecological subsidies program on one fifth may
be supported by the EU, whose people care about the ecological issue.

Due to the statistics, less than one percent of the annual is spent on the
governmental ecological transfers covering and is enough to make the
ecological economy strategy work, supposing the subsidies being
distributed to the different fields properly and wisely.
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The investments afforded Ireland to get the income to the budget in 6,5
times bigger than the input, having the environmental taxes implemented in
the different spheres carefully and reasonably.

From the last figure it can be assumed that in period of the 2009-2012
there was no tendency between the ecological subsidies and the export to
the EU, however in 2012-2018 the tendency appeared due to the increase of
the human’s attention to the global problem of the ecological conundrum.

As the fact that the European Union is the leader of the imported Irish
merchandise worldwide was confirmed, and the tendency of relation of the
export to the EU has existed since 2012, it is obvious that the investment in
the environmental-protection sphere and economical eco-control strategy is
influential and substantial while trading with the EU.

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PROBLEMS OF UKRAINIAN ENTERPRISES DURING THE
ECONOMIC CRISIS CAUSED BY THE PANDEMIC

JEL Category: D 29, H 10, M 29

The article examines the problems of enterprises’ activities in the context of a new type
of crisis — a pandemic. The author analyzes that the current crisis differs from other types of
crises. The world economy is going through a social and financial crisis. At the moment,
enterprises of almost all types of industries are faced with losses, lack of funding, are forced to
change the technologies of work and production, adapt to new conditions of work with
consumers, even suspend enterprises for an indefinite period. Small and medium-sized
businesses have growing losses; medium-sized businesses cannot function as usual. Even if
they continue their activities, they can work for a limited period of time. The state needs to
implement measures to support small and medium-sized businesses and simply support
entrepreneurship in crisis and post-crisis periods. Postponement of rent payments, loan
repayment later than due dates, subsidies for employees and unemployed population — these
and not only these measures were identified as priority areas for overcoming the crisis. The
measures of Ukraine to protect enterprises in a crisis are analyzed. A set of measures provided
by the Ukrainian government for business provide the necessary, but insufficient support for
business. The measures are not effective enough and have some limitations.

Key words: crisis, pandemic, entrepreneurship, business, government support, tax
holidays, subsidies, anti-crisis policy.

Introduction.

Overcoming negative aspects and strengthening the anti-crisis
potential is based on the introduction of anti-crisis regulation of the national
economy, forming a system resistant to external and internal conditions, the
introduction of innovations.

Innovation is a key factor in overcoming the crisis and bringing the
world economy on a more sustainable path of development. The state needs
to pursue an innovation policy. This policy aims to develop research,
entrepreneurship, human capital, green technologies and investment in
infrastructure, including information and communication networks.

The Government of Ukraine needs to restore to the previous level the
functioning and profitability of enterprises, provide support to the
population and take measures to restructure the entire state system.

So, the object of research is socio-economic crisis, which is happening
now. The subject of research: analysis of the problems caused by the crisis,
possible ways of economic recovery.
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Methods of the research: theoretical generalizations, comparisons,
statistical analysis, system approach.

Results of the research. The purpose of the study: to identify
problematic aspects of the current state functioning, to analyze the state of
business at the moment, to determine which areas of entrepreneurial activity
need state aid the most.

Discussion.

With the development of a market industrial economy, the crisis
became cyclical and began to form one of the phases of the economic cycle.
The consequence of the economic crisis is a decrease in real gross national
product, mass bankruptcies and unemployment, lower living standards and
other negative consequences.

Many scientists have conducted research on this problem. The works
of domestic and world authors were aimed at studying the problems of the
crisis.

Thus, A.A. Bogdanov in the early 1920’s first proved that the crisis is
an organic part of the process of economic development, its phase. Crises
are both destabilizing and integrative.

Later, in 1939, in his classic study "Business Cycles", economist J.
Schumpeter emphasized the futility of efforts to suppress or destroy the
crisis. You can’t just fix the crisis to avoid future problems with regulation.
"Cycle" is not a problem, but a reflection of mechanisms and processes that
occur on a large scale.

A very valuable idea was formed by Schumpeter: it is necessary not to
fight with, but to manage the crisis. Crisis management includes the
following aspects:

— reliable assessment of risks and forecasting the consequences of
decisions made on socio-economic policy;

— development and implementation of effective measures to reduce
these risks;

— planning and implementing measures to respond to the recession,
including adaptation of the economy to an environment that is rapidly
changing during the crisis.

Many scientists have researched and analyzed the causes of the global
crisis of 2007-2009. Most often, economic crises are caused by financial
crises, which reflect situations where financial assets lose a significant part
of their nominal value. Financial crises are associated with banking panic,
stock market crashes, and currency.

According to J. Attali’s theory, any crisis is the result of a lack of
information. Information is one of the most valuable resources and is
distributed unevenly around the world. Investors are usually not informed
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about possible ways to invest and use the invested funds. In fact, there are a
limited number of people who receive special, unfair dividends from
economic and financial information. That is, the crisis is based on erroneous
investments due to misinformation.

Investing in potentially unprofitable and risky projects — "bad
investment" is one of the prerequisites for the crisis. To combat crises,
Attali proposed the creation of a global system governance that regulates
markets and does not allow a small minority to appropriate revenue from
risky transactions based on a monopoly on information.

G. Soros saw the cause of the crisis in the fact that financial markets
are prone to prejudice. He believed that no economic entity can base its
decisions solely on knowledge, because the opinion of market participants
or regulators never corresponds to the real state of affairs. Incorrect
assumptions and erroneous views affect market prices.

A follower of Soros’s crisis theory is V. Yusim, who linked the root
cause of crises with the process in which prices are formed by the ideas of
stock market participants about upcoming upward or downward trends and,
at the same time, the level of profitability of these securities or the size of
assets behind them, almost do not affect prices.

According to S. Glazyev, in order to overcome the crisis, measures are
needed to rescue the banking system and reform the financial market, as
well as stimulating the use of nanotechnology. Only the widespread use of
technologies of the sixth order can create the basis for a new long wave of
world economic growth.

Much earlier, Karl Marx considered the production of goods over
demand as the cause of crises.

However, in conditions of economic imbalance, the psychological
attitude of society affects the duration and forms of the crisis, its
consequences. Therefore, to understand the origin and characteristics of the
crisis, taking into account the psychological factor is important.

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In 2020, for the first time in the world, the economic crisis was caused
by the coronavirus pandemic. The consequences of the economic crisis had
a negative impact on the socio-economic situation in almost all countries in
the world, but to varying degrees. The collapse of the stock exchanges, the
sale of shares, the decline in the cost of raw materials and commodity
contracts, the downturn in China of local and German firms, the reduction
in trade, the collapse of demand in the tourism sector and in the retail trade,
the loss of some customers in airlines and losses due to the reduction in air
transportation — these aspects are a sign of a devastating economic
downturn. Countries with emerging markets have "received™ lower currency
values. Some countries that had sustainable economic development in small
and medium-sized businesses before the epidemic are now in a difficult
position. European Union countries suffer losses in the field of tourism, air
transport and large-scale production.

There are several forms of crisis (for example, financial, economic,
social, environmental, personal, public, and international) (Fig.1).

An economic crisis can be defined as a period of difficulty, confusion
or emergency in the life of a country, society or corporation or in relations
between several countries.

Previous financial crises strongly suggest that short and long term
deterioration in social wellbeing justifies the use of the term «socio-
economic crisis» as the most informative expression to describe the current
situation. In addition, social exclusion and rising income inequality
associated with the financial and economic crisis negatively impact on
production.

A pandemic is a new type of global socio-economic crisis.

Socio-economic crisis — a combination of social and economic factors:
deterioration or slow improvement of health and education indicators,
demographic changes as a result of population migration, limited social
protection and social services, social vulnerability due to increasing poverty
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and unemployment, lack of employment guarantees, increasing the
propensity of business to losses.

During the socio-economic crisis, the ability of the economy to
recover decreases. Initially, it affects the economic vulnerability of
households, firms and organizations, loss of income and jobs, reduced
pensions, falling asset values, limited funding. After that, other factors
worsen: lack of access to social services, reduced spending on food, health,
and education, homelessness, and psychological depression.

The Ukrainian Chamber of Commerce and Industry identifies the
following problems, which are the most common among the business sector
during quarantine. Taking into account these aspects, it is possible to take
and implement measures to improve the economic situation.

Problematic factors of the socio-economic crisis include:

1. Issues of rent of premises and equipment. This applies to companies
that are forced to stand still due to quarantine. These include small
businesses: cafes, restaurants, hotels, gyms, hairdressers, retail outlets,
shops in rented premises or in residential and office buildings.

2. Failure of terms of delivery of raw materials and equipment. Due to
the reduction in the number of employees, most companies do not work at
full capacity. There are two options for improving this situation: agreeing
with partners on new delivery dates or stockpiling raw materials for several
months ahead.

3. Repayment of business credit obligations to banks. According to the
law, lack of money is not force majeure, and the loan must be repaid even
during the quarantine period. However, today banks have already started to
provide credit vacations to micro and small business clients in the form of
deferred payments on the body of the loan for up to several months.

4. Delay in exports from Ukraine due to queues at customs due to
health checks of people crossing the border.

5. Non-fulfillment of obligations by foreign partners. It is now
common for a foreign partner to fail to pay for the products received,
declare himself bankrupt, and delay the delivery of equipment or raw
materials. The problem arises with the introduction of quarantine in the
countries of the counterparty. In this case, the CCI can help to find out
about the financial condition of the partner. The best option is to check the
information about the financial condition of the counterparty before
concluding the agreement [3].

Companies are concerned about possible violations of payment
deadlines and reporting. Many entrepreneurs turn to government agencies to
reduce tax and administrative burdens, change customs procedures, request
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restrictions on import and export transactions, and fail to impose fines for
violations due to force majeure.

Consequences of the financial crisis:

1. Rupture of supply chains and suspension of production;

2. Loss of income and probable bankruptcy of small and medium-sized
businesses;

3. Cancellation of orders for industrial goods, refusal to conclude new
agreements, cancellation of deliveries under already concluded agreements;

4. Job loss for undocumented workers.

The coronavirus pandemic has led to the introduction of a number of
quarantine measures in almost all countries. Taken together, these measures
have led to a significant reduction in the efficiency of the business sector, its
reduction, and even destruction.

The sector of small and micro-business, retail and wholesale trade,
consulting, marketing and advertising services, non-banking financial
services, production of equipment, furniture and engineering, construction
and architecture, IT companies were unable to operate in the usual format.

Most companies have managed to reorient to work online, remotely.
However, their margin of safety is not enough to continue to work in this
mode for a long time. It is expected that both small and medium-sized
businesses will be suspended or revenue will be reduced at least.

The most vulnerable areas of business, whose activities are limited due
to the introduction of quarantine:

— airlines: reduced flights, ticket refunds, staff reductions;

— entertainment and cultural institutions (shopping and entertainment
centers, theaters, cinemas, exhibitions, fitness clubs, etc.);

— hospitality business. According to the law, only cooking and
delivery to the customer is allowed. Some establishments are trying to
refocus on delivery;

— tourism and tourist services;

— retail;

— logistics services: increased demand for the transportation of basic
necessities (food industry goods and household chemicals) and a decrease in
the number of goods from industries that are currently slowing down;

— sphere of cosmetology services.

In the concept of crisis management, the first place is taken by the
ability of the economy, society and political leaders to ensure sustainable
development (both in terms of reducing vulnerability and post-crisis entry to
a new, more sustainable level), and not only an effective response to the
recession: the last is necessary, but insufficient.
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The above goals are achieved through the combined areas of economic
policy:

1. diversification of economic activity (expansion of large firms,
associations, enterprises and entire industries beyond the core business,
which means the production of goods and services that have the maximum
share in net sales compared to other products which are produced) ;

2. anti-crisis regulation of economic development (including
management of risks), which ensures the sustainability of development and
reducing vulnerability to crisis factors.

Diversification means both adjusting the company’s core business and
significantly reorienting its strategy. Diversification is stimulated by the
desire of firms in a competitive environment to strengthen their position in
the market, to respond in a timely manner to changing conditions, to ensure
the efficiency of their activities. As a result of diversification, firms acquire
a diversified character; while they penetrate into new science-intensive
industries, rebuild traditional industries at the modern technological and
organizational levels.

Modern anti-crisis programs of the world’s leading countries are
aimed not only at overcoming the serious recession and returning to the
previous growth rates of production, but also at changing the structure of
the economy in favor of less resource-intensive, cleaner and more efficient
industries.

«Clean industry» includes nature— and energy-saving, as well as
energy-efficient technologies in the field of production, transport and the
field of services (Department of Housing and Utilities, waste management).

The program of development of environmentally friendly industries
provides for the creation of points and zones of future economic growth and
new jobs. This program is implemented primarily through tax and credit
incentives for companies involved in renewable energy development,
including solar and wind energy, production of biofuels and hybrid cars,
and trade in greenhouse gas emission allowances, which will achieve an
ambitious goal — improving the energy efficiency of the country’s economy
and its ability to adapt to climate change.

Highly effective are investments in the development of production as
an anti-crisis measure (for example, the construction of new energy-saving
and energy-efficient facilities, as well as cleaner nuclear power plants) and
the factor of economic formation, which is characterized by increasing
resource and environmental constraints.

Adjustment of anti-crisis programs and economic development are the
basis for further development. So far, all countries have faced a coronavirus
pandemic and a global economic crisis.
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The following areas of business activity were affected by the risk
zone: passenger transportation, insurance, construction, non-governmental
educational institutions, etc.

Trade in foodstuffs, medicines, hygiene products; online commerce
and delivery of goods to consumers do not suffer significant losses.

For Ukraine, there is a need to significantly adjust the program of anti-
crisis measures, including its connection with the concept and strategies of
long-term socio-economic development of the country and its regions,
especially with innovative development — the main mechanism of
diversification of the domestic economy.

Conclusion of the research.

In order to successfully overcome the crisis caused by quarantine, we
propose to divide all measures into:

1. Social aspect: allowances for doctors, social benefits,
unemployment benefits.

2. Financial aspect: tax assistance (VAT exemption for medical
equipment and medicines), prohibition of raising interest rates on loans for
the quarantine period, exemption of small businesses from paying rent for
premises that they cannot use due to quarantine.

3. Aspect of individual protection: simplified certification for
Ukrainian manufacturers of masks, respirators, protective suits;
simplification of production of antiseptics «Ukrspirt»; removal of excise
duty, simplification of alcohol supply and registration for technical alcohol
during the quarantine period to be used for disinfectants.

4. Trials: video hearings in courts, postponement of procedural
deadlines in courts during quarantine. [4]

To successfully overcome the crisis, it is necessary to abandon the
simplified, one-sided understanding of diversification and the most
innovative development, which is often identified exclusively with high-
tech industries, the information sphere. It is not so much in the generation or
application of new knowledge and technologies, but in the degree of their
use, penetration into technological processes.

In order to overcome the crisis, it is necessary to constantly develop
segments of the economy that are characterized by increased innovation
potential and job multiplier: energy-efficient and energy-saving
technologies and production, renewable energy, energy and transport
infrastructure. A significant (in some cases overwhelming) part of the funds
is provided for their development.
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USING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF NOBEL LAUREATES FOR
STABILIZING MACROECONOMIC PROCESSES

It is the utmost desire of every economy, developed, developing, or underdeveloped, to
have grips on its macroeconomic indicators. This paper brings to the fore some empirical
research done by Nobel Laureates in the Economic Sciences and sheds light on what
economies can derive from these brilliant contributions. Also, the paper presents a tabulation of
the Nobel prizes in Economic Sciences under five distinct areas: macroeconomics, partial and
general equilibrium theory, microeconomics, interdisciplinary research, and new methods of
economic analysis with the respective number of awards given.

The research methodology involves the use of secondary sources of information in
addition to information from a selected macroeconomic textbook and other international
sources.

This article put the spotlight on the success of Sargent and Sims in spearheading modern
structural macroeconometrics, and vector autoregressions (VARS) as an empirical tool in
macroeconomics, respectively. The Sargent — structural econometrics has proven proficient in
the formation of expectations, a necessary ingredient in both fiscal and monetary policy
evaluation. For applied researchers enmeshed in the study of macroeconomic aggregates, Sims
— VAR analysis is most appropriate for interpreting time series, for forecasting, and for policy
analysis.

Thus, attempts to achieve macroeconomic stability cannot be decoupled from
contributions by Nobel Laureates.

Introduction

The enormity of resource scarcity relative to the competing needs of
man is the purpose for which the inputs of Economists cannot be trivialized
in any way. The Nobel peace prize set out by Sweden’s central bank in
1968 to celebrate the feats chalked by its winners could be harnessed for
macroeconomic stability in the economies of the world especially emerging
economies. (Shiroka-Pula & Xhelili-Krasnigi, 2007) profess that Nobel
laureates in economic sciences have contributed to solving many problems
in the field of socio-economic development of developed countries and third
world countries, in the field of economic development of countries in
transition and their transition to market economy, in the field of
technological progress, inflation, efficient use of human and material
resources, development of information system, employment and other
fields. This research is exigent given the projections by the International
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Monetary Fund (IMF) that most economies including the economic
powerhouses would be in the doldrums post-Covid.

Methods

The methodology of the research comprises secondary sources of
information, such as the official website of the Nobel Prize (The Nobel
Prize, 2020), The Royal Swedish Academy of Sciences (The Swedish
Institute, 2020). Additionally, economic textbooks and other international
sources germane to this topic are used.

Results

The Nobel prize in Economic Sciences christened the Sveriges
Riksbank Prize in Economic Sciences in Memory of Alfred Nobel (Nobel
Prize, 2020) recognizes contributions in the sphere of macroeconomics,
partial and general equilibrium theory, microeconomics, interdisciplinary
research, and new methods of economic analysis (Shiroka-Pula & Xhelili-
Krasnigi, 2007).This is a testament to how multifaceted the field of
economics is in its encapsulating view. But this article emphasizes the
scholarly works done in macroeconomics for analysis.

Dating back to 1969, 52 prizes in Economic Sciences have been
distributed to 86 laureates — 25 solely clinched, 20 divided between 2
winners, and 7 divided among three winners. Overall, there are only 2
women economic laureates representing 3,85% (Elmehed, N. 2018).

Based on the available data, as shown in the Table 1 above, it took a
little over half a decade for any contribution in macroeconomics to receive
the Sveriges Riksbank Prize in Economic Sciences. However, it is the
modal recipient of the prize with a percentile score of 28,9. Again,
macroeconomic scholarly works garner the Nobel prize at most every 5
years in exception of the 8 years gap between 1987 and 1995.

Clearly, macroeconomics has the biggest sector as displayed on the pie
chart. It is worth stressing, nonetheless, that there is a close competition
between Interdisciplinary research and macroeconomics. Given the
sensitive nature of macroeconomics, the other fields of economic sciences
cannot be extricated from its theories.

Discussion

Macroeconomics variables are intrinsic catalysts in the development of
an economy. Nevertheless, in formulating macroeconomic policy, it is
imperative to consider not only global trends of economic development, but
also internal national specificities of the economy at glance.

Thus, this section focuses on the content of Thomas J. Sargent and
Christopher A. Sims “for their empirical research on cause and effect in
the macroeconomy” which won the 2011 Nobel Prize for the Economic
Sciences category and teases out its relevance in the quest to achieve
macroeconomic stability in an economy.

Over centuries, macroeconomists continue to solve the complex puzzle
about the causal relationship between how macroeconomic variables like
Gross Domestic Product (GDP), investment, unemployment, and inflation
and economic policies. In this independent but corroborative empirical
research, by Sargent and Sims, they present fine-grained answers with a
cursory look at the role of central banks in influencing monetary policies
and, to some extent, fiscal policies.
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They allude to the fact that in assessing economic data, cause and
effect cannot be treated in isolation. This is because of the not-so-hidden
secret of the role of expectations in macroeconomic policy evaluation.
Undoubtedly, there is a linear relationship between policy and expectation
since expectation shapes policy, and policy, in turn, shapes expectation.
Suffice to say, expectations of the private sector in relation to future
economic activity and policy affect decisions about wages, savings, and
investments. Likewise, an anticipated private sector development calls for a
matching economic policy direction.

Before the groundbreaking formative research by Sargent and Sims,
the most widely accepted macroeconomic empirical method was the
statistical estimation of a large linear system, which revolved around the
Keynesian macroeconomic model. This system was quite useful in the
interpretation of macroeconomic time series, economy-wide forecasting,
and the conduct of policy experiments. Ergo, the 1970s stagflation in the
western countries exposed the caveats in the large models vis-a-vis the
instabilities which became a whistleblower. According to (Zadoia, et al.,
2011, p.108), loads of economists are of the opinion that among all
macroeconomic conundrums, inflation causes the greatest harm. Hence,
holding inflation under control is a daunting task that inflicts excruciating
pain.

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The nexus between inflation and GDP growth which, obviously,
encompasses unemployment is shown in Fig. 1 above. The UK’s
macroeconomic boom of approximately 7% in the early 1970s was stifled
by the oil price shocks and the end of the Barber — Boom in 1974 resulting
in a negative GDP growth whereas inflation had skyrocketed to 25%. Given
the inflation spike, workers, rationally, demanded higher wages to match
the cost of living, but the negative output growth could not make it possible
which led to a consequent higher rate of joblessness.

The Sargent — structural econometrics model offered an ex-post
alternative theoretical macroeconomic framework. He captured rational
expectations, the notions that key agents of economic decision-making such
as firms and households do not compromise on forecasting. His framework
was vital in understanding the inflation—unemployment experiences of the
1970s and 1980s. In fact, his discoveries about rational-expectation
econometrics were methodical by all standards. Given the advancement
towards his methods for categorizing and structurally estimating
macroeconomics with integration of microeconomic principles, researchers
now have the space to unearth profound underlying model parameters and
perform hypothesis testing.

The Sims — VARs, in hindsight, was regarded as the most powerful
critique of the prevalent macroeconomic paradigm of the early 1970s,
because it stressed identification, a pivot in deriving causal inferences from
observed data. He contended that the existing methods depended on
‘incredible’ identification assumptions, by which the explanations of ‘what
causes what’ in macroeconomic time series were largely faulty — these
models were ineffective tools for monetary policy analysis and, mostly, not
even for forecasting. To correct this anomaly, Sims recommended that the
empirical study of macroeconomic variables should be anchored by a
statistical tool, the vector autoregression (VAR). Technically, VAR is a
stochastic process model with N — equation and N — variable that describes
how each variable amongst macroeconomic variables relies on its own
previous values, the remaining N — 1 variables, and on some exogenous
‘shocks’. Sims strongly believed that a well-structured and interpreted
VARSs had the proclivity to deal with several identification problems.

As of today, Sargent and Sims are acclaimed as the fathers of modern
structural macroeconometrics and vector autoregressions (VARS) as an
empirical tool in macroeconomics, respectively.

Conclusion

This paper, broadly, brings to light the contributions of Nobel
Laureates in Economic Sciences recounting from 1969 to 2020 by which we
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know the number of prizes received by one person or a group of 2 or 3
individuals for their collaboration. It is worth mentioning that among the
five distinct fields of Economic Sciences, contributions in macroeconomics
have received the highest number of recognitions. This suggests how
macroeconomic research is at the core of every economy’s survival.
However, it reports that just 3.86% of the Economic prizes have been
received by women, and this is an eye-opener for research into how many
women are in the Economic Sciences, and what is the pulling or pushing
factors for them in this field.

Narrowing it down, the paper discusses macroeconomics empirical
studies dwelling much on the contribution by Sargent and Sims, 2011 Nobel
Laureates. The observation is that the study of Sargent and Sims was largely
influenced by the lacuna which had been created by previous
macroeconomic models evidenced by the instabilities of the early 1970s in
western countries, for instance, the 1974 brambles of inflation in post-war
Britain.

Based on their contributions, Economic researchers have now been
given better structural and statistical approach of conducting empirical
studies, which, by and large, have been relevant in the quest for the
realization of macroeconomic stability.

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The article traces the development of waste management in the context of globalization
worldwide and the European Union particularly. The study tracks the linkage of environmental
issues from the establishment of the European Union. The model of the waste hierarchy is
described as the joint effort of countries that can lead to proper waste management. Waste
management is correlated to consumer and production patterns and coordinates with one of the
sustainable development goals number twelve: “Responsible Consumption and Production”.
The research investigates the interaction and influence of the processes of globalization and
waste management in the context of the development of a circular economy. The author
considers megacities as a part of globalization. Globalization has both positive and negative
impacts on waste management. It is not only economic integration but environmental
cooperation as well. The relevance of the study is due to the threat to the environmental safety
of society.

The modern system of international relations is characterized by active
cooperation for sustainable development goals achievement. The rapid
growth of waste harms the environment, economy, and society. Waste
management policy is built from a general (global) perspective to a private
(local) one. Globalization and joint effort of the countries may affect the
environmental policy of each country. Globalization generates concerns in
terms of the sustainability of waste management, because globalization
makes waste management harder for countries. Globalization supported
international trade in the world and consequently the economic growth,
consumption, GDP per capita, and purchasing power of developing
countries. The demand and consumption in the developing world have
increased significantly. Industrialization and urbanization followed this and
developing countries such as China and India which mainly explain the
rising pressure on sustainability in terms of waste management.
Globalization stimulated international trade and economic growth and then
rapid urbanization followed the economic growth. For example, the
majority of the new megacities are in the developing world. Waste
management turned into an important issue in these megacities. These new
cities are highly integrated with the global economy and a part of the
globalized world. In terms of population, megacities attract people and the
consequences like the increasing amount of consumption, air pollution, and
health problems appear as negative factors on sustainability. For example,
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China mainly takes attention to ignore the importance of air pollution and
health problems at the cost of economic growth while China has been
benefiting from economic growth and globalization more than any other
country in the developing world. These factors endanger sustainability.
Globalization does not only create megacities. It also stimulates trade and
consumption of consumer products faster than before. All products are more
accessible to people. The globalization process abolished trade barriers and
products are transported much easier and faster than before. This trend
affected consumption habits drastically.

The globalization of the European Union implies not only a strong
economic interconnection between member countries but a combined
environmental effort as well. Moreover, environmental issues and the
Sustainable Development Goals are global agenda nowadays. The author
considers that there is a strong interaction between waste management and
the processes of globalization. Waste management may create positive or
negative environmental impact which depends on the waste treatment
method in each specific country. According to Directive 2008/98/EC, the
preferred Waste Hierarchy starts from prevention; then preparing for use;
recycling; another recovery— notably energy recovery and the less preferred
action is disposal. Waste intensity defines an economic key — the ratio
between total waste generations relative to the gross domestic product.
Waste intensity may be used as an indicator of sustainable waste
management.

The table 1 illustrates the amount of waste generated in the EU in 2018
and some European countries and Turkey. The countries were chosen by
waste generated of the highest amount. The amount of waste in Germany
was highest in 2018. Meanwhile, the Environmental Performance Index
(EPI) in Germany in 2018 was 78.37. The countries with the highest score
on that Index were Switzerland (87.42) and France (83.95).

The index confirms successful environmental strategy in Switzerland
and France in 2018. The Republic of Belarus experienced a 64.98 score of
EPI in 2018. It means that the environmental strategy of Belarus needs
challenge and improvement. The main waste treatment ways in the
Republic of Belarus are; landfill, natural decomposition, and thermal
processing. However, greater part of the waste is landfilled. Unfortunately,
landfilling is still a popular method in many EU countries as well. Such
countries as Switzerland, Germany, Austria, Luxemburg, Belgium,
Denmark, Sweden, Netherlands, Norway has had or currently have landfill
ban and as a result, they achieve higher recycling rates.

Historically, environmental considerations in the European Union
started with the industrial revolution. Europe was the center of the industrial
revolution while there is no European Union yet and economic
achievements were the only concern in Europe at that time. In the following
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decades, Europe and the World experienced large-scale events, world wars,
and fatalities. All of these events made it necessary for Europe to come
together around common interests. Thus, the European Union has been
established. Today EU comprises twenty-seven countries after the United
Kingdom decides to leave the EU. The Union prioritized economic and
political objectives in the beginning, but social and environmental
objectives followed them due to the requirement of sustainable development
for all member countries. In this perspective, environmental policies have
taken place at the core of EU policies.

EU firstly emphasized environmental policies under separate title by
the Single European Act, signed on 17 February 1986 and effectuated on 1
July 1987. Thanks to the Single European Act, the framework of mutual
environmental policies had been designed. European Single Act created an
official environmental policy covering air, water, noise pollution, waste
management, the control of chemical waste and landscape, flora, and fauna
for all the member countries.
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Maastricht Agreement signed in 1992 and effectuated in 1993, was a
broader agreement by depicting a monetary union and deeper collaboration in
foreign policy, domestic policy, justice, and security for all the member countries
and played a crucial role in the creation of today’s EU as well as designing mutual
environmental policies for all the member countries. Maastricht Agreement
rendered economic growth regarding sustainable economic development and the
sustainable economic growth taking the environment into account because
Maastricht pointed out that sustainable development could be achieved only by
environmental policies. As a Union, the EU had emphasized and accepted the
remarkable importance of the environment by this agreement, because the EU
decided to arrange its other policies in compliance with environmental policies.
Therefore, this agreement was also a beginning for the EU to be a global
environmental actor. Since the negative effects of economic growth were firstly
discussed by United Nations in 1972 at Stockholm Conference and United
Nations Environment Programme was prepared by the United Nations, the first
noteworthy actions had been taken by the EU thanks to Maastricht Agreement. In
the following years, Amsterdam and Nice Agreements aimed to strengthen the
environmental policies based upon local governance as well in the member
countries.

The EU brought in technology and innovation in 2000 by the Lisbon
Strategy which was important for the usage of renewable resources and
recycling. In this meaning, the EU determined targets and made projections.
For example, 22% of electricity in the member countries was aimed to be
provided by renewable resources until 2010. Greenhouse gas emissions
were projected to be reduced until 2005 and loss of biodiversity was also
projected to be reduced until 2010. The EU did not only produce policies
but the EU also took these policies very seriously than other countries, and
consequently, the progression in environmental strategies was regularly
checked. Therefore, the weakness in reaching the targets in which the 2008
economic crisis was the main reason enforced the EU to declare Europe
2020 Strategy. Europe 2020 Strategy was based on three principles as
intelligent, sustainable, and inclusive growth. The EU has planned an
intelligent growth based upon a knowledge-based and innovative economy.
The EU has also planned a sustainable growth based upon an
environmentally friendly and more productive economy. The EU has finally
planned an inclusive growth aiming high employment rates and taking
social and regional issues such as the process of adaptation to the European
Union into account. This strategy was very meaningful in terms of the role
of the EU as a global environmental actor because the EU has been placing
environmental concerns into its economic growth strategy and planning an
environmentally friendly and ecological economic growth strategy. In line
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with this strategy, the EU has been aiming to use the resources efficiently,
to protect biodiversity, to reduce carbon emissions, to combat climate
change, and to decrease extravagance without sacrificing economic
competitiveness. In this way, the EU had been emphasized a full balance
among environmental considerations and economic growth based on
sustainability. This approach of the EU to environmental issues was a key
factor to name the EU as a global environmental actor.

The outcome of globalization is waste trading. A huge amount of waste is
also a trade topic. The countries trade their waste. Globalization made some
countries waste import centers for recycling. Southeast Asia is the main recycling
center in the world now. Waste from all around the world gathers in Southeast
Asia for recycling. China and India are significant destinations for this. Such new
trends enforce policymakers to introduce new and more effective results in waste
management. Otherwise, the achievement of sustainability is at risk. The
hazardous waste trade has disastrous consequences for the environment and
natural ecosystems. E-waste, exported in huge volumes from developed countries
to China and India, poses a particular threat to the environment. E-waste contains
toxic chemicals that are emitted into the ground, water, and atmosphere when the
electronics are broken down, burned and processed. An international treaty that
was designed to reduce the movements of hazardous waste between nations,
especially to prevent the transfer of hazardous waste from developed to less
developed countries was The Basel Convention on the Control of Transboundary
Movements of Hazardous Wastes and Their Disposal.

Author connecting waste management with SDG number 12:
“Responsible Consumption and Production”. Increasing the production
capacity of plastic is one of the negative sides of globalization. EU took a
step forward to transition plastic into more circular. Legally it states in
Directive (EU) 2019/904 of the European Parliament and of the Council of
5 June 2019 on the reduction of the impact of certain plastic products on the
environment. This Directive promotes circular approaches and gives
priority to sustainable and non-toxic re-usable products and re-uses systems.
According to this Directive: “Proper waste management remains essential
for the prevention of all litter”. Europe ranks second in the global plastics
materials production. But two-thirds of plastics demand in Europe is
concentrated mostly in the following countries: Germany, Italy, France,
United Kingdom, Spain, and Poland.

China has emerged as a global political and economic power. Thus,
both India and China are facing international economic and political
pressures to meet higher environmental standards. The US Senate, for
example, in 1991 introduced additional duties on imports of goods
manufactured to lower environmental standards than those produced
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domestically. According to Eurostat, the main destinations for the EU’s
waste are Turkey, China, India, Pakistan, and other countries. Decades ago,
waste issues were being solved in the regions where the consumption was
taking place; today waste is traded internationally due to globalization.
Globalization made waste a tradable material. Because of this situation,
some countries in the developing world suffer due to the degradation of
their environment. This is a threat to sustainability.

As it is seen, from the above-mentioned research, the fruits of globalization
have linkages between globalization and waste management The EU notes that
better management of waste can contribute to protecting ecosystems. In
conclusion, globalization has both positive and negative impacts on environmental
issues. Proper waste management should follow the waste cycle from generation
to disposal, emphasizing recovery, and recycling. In today’s world consumption is
higher in volume than before and this situation makes waste management a
critical issue. Rapid globalization supported economic growth, but threatened
sustainability and raised concerns for environmental sustainability. Consumerism,
international waste trade, global recycling markets are the products of
globalization and these have strong impacts on sustainability. Waste management
is not the only solution to these problems. Therefore, globalization and waste
management are connected. Globalization has a strong impact on waste
management. Globalization has created new challenges for waste management,
but it can also produce new trends and solutions for waste management.
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To be more competitive under negative externality generated by pollutant, it is
important to reveal conditions of stability for downstream firm taking into account
technological development inspired by IT implementation of downstream enterprise under
pollutions of upstream firm. The goal of the paper is to analyze an impact of the environmental
externalities and technological progress on the stability of economic system development
using different scenarios.

Introduction

Changes in the environment occur not only due to natural phenomena,
but, to a large extent, and under the influence of processes related to human
economic activity, so to predict situations related to the dynamics of the
environment [1], environmental monitoring is required as an information a
system of observation, assessment and forecast of changes in the state of
the environment, created to identify the anthropogenic component of these
changes [2]. The environmental monitoring system should accumulate,
systematize and analyze information on:

state of the environment;

the reasons for the observed and probable changes in the natural
environment;

admissibility of changes and loads on the environment as a whole;

existing biosphere reserves.

According to the given definitions and the functions assigned to the
monitoring system, the following main directions of its application are
distinguished [3]: observation; forecast and assessment of the natural
environment.

Monitoring includes three main areas of activity [3]:

Ensuring environmental monitoring is properly possible under the
conditions of a clear definition of the legal status of entities, primarily
public authorities and their powers in the field of environmental
monitoring.

The classification of types of environmental monitoring should be
based on the division of the natural environment into separate components
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that are its elements and have stable natural features (land, water, air,
ozone, flora and fauna).

Results

Consider the theoretical model in the form of the following production
function: y = f(k;I;x)

IT capital into a production function of firm includes personal
computers, servers, storage capacity and nodes for information workflow.

Improved
production function due to innovations includes “significant changes in
techniques, equipment, or software”.

ICT can enter into a production function equation as exogenous
variable. Use of ICT allow introducing processes, which can reason of
higher productivity and lower average cost in firms. Thus ICT has direct
(IT capital) and indirect impact (product innovations and business process
innovations) on production technology of a firm. A change in production
technology causes a change in average cost

As a result, the internalization of negative externalities creates greater prosperity
than in the absence of government regulation, and the taxation of negative externalities
is the most acceptable scenario in terms of public welfare among all.

Conclusions

Our research investigated the impact of environmental externalities and
technological progress on the stability of economic system development using
market-based mechanism for environmental management in conditions of a
shortage of natural (water) resources under different scenario. We considered a
model of upstream (pollutant) and downstream (farm enterprise) firms with
production negative externality, taking into account that producer pollutant and farm
enterprise are situated along a river. The results of the study and practical
recommendations will allow participants of the technological process to respond
quickly to changes in the state of the environment and make effective decisions
aimed at ensuring the stability of the economic system and environmental safety.

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INTEGRATION OF UKRAINIAN HIGHER EDUCATION INTO
THE EUROPEAN EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM

In XXI century, European education system goes through a period of innovative
transformations, provides opportunities, and is considered to be a central part of integration
processes. European universities are undeniably success stories since research and education
have developed immensely, the scholarships have multiplied and potential links to all other
sub-systems are expanding day-by-day. Ukraine tends to successfully integrate into European
space for broadening its horizons and reach academic development. In Ukraine, for positive
changes and successful integration, several systematic reformations in the national educational
system are required. The core purposes of integration of Ukrainian higher education into the
European educational system are to unite resolutions of Ukrainian scientific and educational
community to European standards, to increase the level of competitiveness of Ukrainian
education in European system, and to intensify system’s position in various society reforms.
For accomplishing these goals, Ukrainian education system should take several measures for
prosperous integration into European space. It should focus on implementation of innovative
strategies according to European standards, expand its networks with European countries,
apply Bologna Declaration accordingly to higher educational organizations, identify the issues
occurring within the educational system etc.

Introduction

This paper aims to investigate the integration of Ukrainian higher
education into the European educational system and factors that influence to
this process. Firstly, paper outlines the Ukrainian education and analyzes it
from different perspectives. Secondly, paper reviews several legal issues in
education of Ukraine, governmental policies and identifies government’s
role in integration process. Afterwards, article summarizes the impact of
globalization over Ukrainian education, and its influence on European
integration. In the main part of the paper — discussion, author argues the
perspectives of European education society, suggests possible measures for
profitable integration into European education space for Ukraine. Moreover,
author emphasizes the importance of 2 questions, mentions several concepts
for rapid integrations. Lastly, in the conclusion part, paper concludes all the
issues discussed in the paper.
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Research methods

The methodology of this conceptual research paper consists of the
investigation of primary and secondary sources of information. Primary data
of the research was gathered and reviewed from previous research papers,
evaluations, and assessments on Ukrainian education via official research
websites. Secondary data was collected from the observation of Ukrainian
educational policy papers, documents, official reports, and statistics.
Research was conducted by in-depth analysis of ready concepts and ideas
on the given topic. Author utilized analytical tools, conceptual frameworks
to make conceptual distinctions and referred to literature for supporting the
claims and organizing the ideas required for practical results.

Observing Ukrainian Education

Educational market is a place in which many crucial components
integrate together for human education [19]; it is a powerful factor of
intellectual and moral development which may help ensuring the scientific,
cultural, and economic advancement of every country. Ukraine went
through a historical transformation towards a new social order during the
first decade of its independence which was attained in 1991. These
transformations include the shift from totalitarianism to democracy, from
command economy to market economy, from a passive to an active social
role of individuals serving their nation and local communities [25]. Current
rapid changes occurring within social structure and ideology continuously
affect Ukraine’s priorities, especially education. Ukraine was and is
encouraging and supporting the development of its educational and
intellectual potential since the nation is striving for accelerated development
[24]. In XXI century, Ukraine clearly confirms the importance of education,
innovation, development, implementation of structural reforms, educational
liberty, social justice and so on [16]. Furthermore, with the rapid growth of
educational market, the system gains several characteristics; revolutions in
educational information and communication, increase in multinational
research, progress in educational network, relationships which result in
integration of various nations [2]. Ukraine aims to establish excellence
education system which overlaps with European standards and norms,
provide mobility of students and educators, develop beneficial educational
practices via social partnerships, employ graduates with jobs, and especially
operate with productive principles, adequate mechanisms, and procedures
[7]. Observing Ukraine from the industrial perspective, it can be stated that
country shifted to economy-based knowledge and effectiveness of the
economy-based knowledge in Ukraine can be identified by the natural
resources, production volume and intellectual capacity which present the
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key sources of knowledge and information in educational system [14].
Consequently, this economy-based knowledge gradually increases in
becoming the main source of educational wealth for each individual and for
the nation in general. (Fig. 1). All these can be proved by the present
policies and strategies which aim to further develop the national educational
system, adjusting it to current economy, and its integration in global
community, as well as within the European space

Legal issues in Ukrainian Education: Policies and Plans

Ukraine developed significant democratic principles, humanistic
beliefs, and academic values which lead to meaningful progress for the
nation since its independence. According to Boffo and Dubois (2005),
governmental interventions are essential in planning and reforming higher
education system since they bring efficient outcomes and results to
education and economy. In Ukraine, democratic governance in education is
reflected on legal frameworks, such as; The Constitution of Ukraine (1996),
Law on Education (1996), and the Law on Higher Education (2002).
Executive bodies throughout Ukraine are working to restructure, develop
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national education system and boost its institutional enhancement [17].
Government intends attaining European standards for rejuvenation of
national educational beliefs, transforming into modernized content,
applying innovative techniques and methods of instruction, and the
expansion of the Ukraine’s intellectual capital [26]. Educational society of
Ukraine pursue for becoming a fully-fledged member to the European
integration. Due to this, Ukrainian authority presents new policies,
approaches, and strategies planning for advance development of domestic
education system’s adjustment to contemporary economy and integration of
education and science into European community. By 2010, the European
Union has launched a process to establish a European Higher Education
Area (EHEA). This was accomplished through international cooperation
and educational exchange in the context of Bologna Declaration [11]. In
addition, for bringing higher education system closer to European standards,
government attempted to adjust educational and qualification levels,
European education models, and quality control [15]. Hence, Ukraine’s
Bologna Process representation in education is a significant evidence of
continuing the reforming, revolutionizing, and modernizing the
development of national higher educational system [8, 10]. By 2015,
Ukraine gradually increased its allocations for education, aiming to attain
European standards by spending a minimum of 10 percent of the gross
domestic product (GDP) on education [18]. This fact allows to note that
Ukraine has an aspiration for integration into European educational space.
Integration into the European structure may be seen by Ukrainians as a
pathway to highlight the country’s European identity and to help enhance its
academic visibility. Systematic programs of educational reforms have been
developed and implemented to the educational system with the aim of
radical and continuing changes in the structure, content, educational budget,
and educational management [6]. Making changes and shifting to a new
configuration is a challenging process in education. Unquestionably,
educational system and educational policy have autonomous opportunities,
promises and they have a power to alter the development of educational
frameworks, ideas, visions, and functional models of developing
generations. Accordingly, when changes come into the system, no matter
how radical or minor they are, they are not taking place in a vacuum or in a
laboratory [12]. All the international community, individuals, leaders, social
justice, economy, and regulations get involved and affected with the
processes that are occurring in educational programs. Nowadays, Ukrainian
government and educators are the role figures in prioritizing modernized
educational policy which consists of several components; such as
guaranteeing the needs satisfaction of students, nurturing the continuous
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education and lifelong learning, working on new educational contents,
rearranging the structure, focusing on the Ukrainian language progress,
providing equal access to higher educational institutions etc. [25]. By
prioritizing above-mentioned approaches, government sets long-term
outcomes; 1) establishing a better economic and social status for teaching
and research staff, 2) fostering pedagogical psychology, 3) developing
information and communication technologies etc. These measures will
move Ukrainian education and science closer to the successful integration
of Ukrainian education and science not only in Europe but also in
international research networks.

Impact of Globalization in Integration of Ukrainian Education to
European Space

All spheres, also education were influenced by the globalization
process. New kind of globalization in the world educational market is
regarded as a key assurance of the country’s competitiveness in the new
international economy [23]. Investigating and acknowledging the new
trends and consequences of the new globalization affecting educational
services should be considered to be a crucial step for understanding the
place of any educational system. Educational globalization supports the idea
of building a single educational system and bases the integrations of various
national markets, facilities for standardizing and harmonizing the
educational system [13]. Globalization is considered to be a significant
factor while integrating into other spaces since globalization enhances the
ability of learners to access, assess, adopt, and apply knowledge, and to
think individualistically for appropriate judgments and collaborations [22].
The obstacles, barriers, and opportunities of globalization in Ukrainian
higher educational space were also observed, questioned, and discussed by
many authors and educators, for example, by R. Patory, A. Dzhurynsky, L.
Oderiya, P. Scott, F. Altbaha etc. Maten and Moon (2004) believe that for
deeply recognizing the possible effects of globalization over country’s
education system, it is crucial to unambiguously identify the priorities for
the educational system and ensure the international competitiveness within
these complex circumstances. Integration demands student mobility in the
sphere of educational services and major objective of integration on the
supranational level is to define intersecting interests of subjects on the
national and worldwide levels [4]. From this viewpoint, in the sphere of
educational services regulation, the central forms of integration process can
be accepted with Lisbon Convention, Magna Charta Universitatum, and
Bologna process. Nevertheless, there is still a need for further investigations
of the topic of trends in transforming education in Ukraine to encounter
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contemporary effects of globalization on educational market land since
many questions are remaining open for negotiations.

Discussion

Ukraine has 2 major reasons for participating in integration process;
being a part of international agreements and engaging in advanced changes
taking place in recent 15 years. Ukrainian education should adopt
innovative and modernized strategies for improving the quality and
relevance of the educational programs [26]. Inside its own borders, Ukraine
can do this in one way — creating a nation-wide quality assurance system
with the help of independent national agencies for accreditation. Ukraine is
one of the few EHEA countersigners which have not established a National
Qualifications Framework so far [3]. Despite this, for improving the quality
and efficacy of integration of Ukrainian educational system in the European
context, today, many Ukrainian researchers and educators prioritize the
importance of research engagement which they believe will bring
significant positive changes to Ukrainian national research network as well
as will positively affect the integration process into European space [10].
Teichler (2005) argues that each country’s educational setting should be
engaged in research since it is a significant factor for any organization in
remaining competitive in global market. Another main key task for
Ukrainian government is to take into consideration developing standards in
higher education through a modular system of credits, similar to the
European Credit Transfer System (ECTS), and in accordance with the
Bologna Declaration [26, 28]. After the development stage, government
should accordingly implement it for allowing greater student and academic
staff mobility. Implementation of credit transfer system will boost both
student mobility and academic staff mobility in every educational space [5].
In Ukrainian context, it will support mutual recognition of qualifications
and diplomas among Ukrainian and European universities. Fortunately, the
Ministry of Education and Science has already begun experimenting a credit
transfer system in many Ukrainian higher educational institutions.

Every time when something new is implemented or intended for the
implementation, many questions get responses, nonetheless, several new
questions come up. In this scenario in which Ukraine aims for integration
into European space, we should firstly think around 2 key questions. Why
integration is important and what are the possible measures for fruitfully
integrating Ukrainian higher education into European system? Machin et al.
(2012) testify several perspectives in their paper and state that in successful
integrations among various educational systems, particular higher
educational setting becomes integral part of the superior system and
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accordingly, education, economics, and environment develop and enhance
together. Integration is significant since it will promote more equitable
access to resources, highly qualified educators, and private or public
funding. Likewise, there will be significant decreases in disparities of access
to well-maintained facilities, negative influences of traditional education
etc. [6].

Firstly, the integration of Ukrainian higher education into European
educational system demands a process in which the elements of each system
will fit and overlap in the process of integration of educational services,
policies, and standards. Originally, this includes transition to standardized
European educational system. If this fit is arranged by Ukrainian
government, numerous benefits will occur for; Ukrainian development in
the global labor market will increase, information society will reach to high-
level growth, and general trend of the global world economy will positively
influence the educational service [7]. According to Marcal (2003),
European universities’ regulations and conditions support the concepts of
diversity, autonomy, and accountability. Regarding Figel (2006) who
supports Marcal’s idea, adds that the rationales behind these beliefs are
society’s demand for independence and awareness for the changes. That is
to say, Ukraine should specify these terms and calculate the indicators of
autonomy, accountability, and diversity in its own educational system.
Diversity was previously understood to encompass race, ethnicity, class,
gender, age, and political and religious beliefs, nevertheless; today, Europe
acknowledges the term in a more effective way, it is the respect on
strengthening inter-cultural tolerance, shifting the focus towards enriching
human learning and experience, so-called “unity in diversity”. Term
autonomy may be evaluated and characterized from organizational,
financial, staff, academic sides and can be supported by the approach
proposed by Autonomy University in Europe. This approach is the most
widespread assessment which reflects the overall level of autonomy,
components of the country’s higher educational system. According to the
ready data, which is exemplified by them reveals that Ukraine has the
greatest autonomy in staff and organizational components, however, in the
European educational area, Ukraine has the lowest rank in the components
of autonomy and academic sides (Table 1).

That is the reason why government should take into account the
significance of developing the rating criteria of Ukrainian higher education
and work on it in order to make it reach at high-level. These evaluations
should consist of valid information providing stakeholders and international
community with an objective data about academic achievements and
effectiveness of Ukrainian educational organizations.

The last concept, which is accountability is one of the leading details
and means answerability to one’s actions in the educational system.
Government should be in the state of accountable to the stakeholders in
education and accountable for the events, resources, and everything that
happens under the education umbrella. If these 3 concepts can be found in
the system, there will be a great chance of overlap between Ukrainian
educational system and European requirements or educational standards.

Conclusion

Education has always been, is, and will always remain as a social
institution with its own well-regulated space in Ukraine for every social
entity. For integrating into the European educational space, Ukraine should
remain concentrated on the competitive advantages of its national higher
education system. Moreover, government can take into account the adoption
of new policies with the aim of governance improvement, efficient
management, creation of powerful external representations, and
rationalization of higher education beyond advancing quality assurance.
Indeed, all these measures are enormous responsibilities and missions for
the government which require time, effort, endeavors; however, Ukraine has
reached a lot and confidently moves towards future for full integration and
convergence with the European educational community.

Mirroring the practices of European higher education standards has
already begun to be observed since several Ukrainian universities have
started experimentation of transforming profession-centered training
programs into education-centered curricula. During this progress, many
negative factors may come up, however; for overcoming and reducing the
impact level of these particular issues, substantial actions and measures can
be done. Fortunately, Ukraine, today, gradually verifies its place in this
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process and ensures that the academic level in higher educational settings is
competitive both for European and global spaces.

UNEMPLOYMENT AMONG YOUNG PEOPLE IN 2020

The second half of the 20th century was characterized by a standard
situation when a young person with an acceptable level of education began
their “working path” in a certain economic sphere or industry. It was right
that a person from a young age was working for the same company for life.
The digital economy and technological progress have formed a highly
developed economy, in which changing in types and forms of doing
business has become the norm, which has led to the emergence of a “work
and study” process. For young people all over the world, at the age from 16
to 24 years old, this economic model has brought benefits: a fast workplace,
a high level of integration into production and service processes, internal
mobility, remote work, relevant training and professional development
processes. At the same time, such advantages of the digital economy have a
downside, so in a crisis or economic downturn, the service economy and
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especially youth employment are hit first, which leads to a sharp increase in
unemployment and social tension [2]. Such a problem has been especially
noticeable in 2020, under the influence of the COVID-19 pandemic, which
has dealt the most serious blow to the world economy since the Great
Depression, 1929-1936.

The period 2019-2020 has been a turning point for the global economy
and labour market. The most recent and operational research by the
International Labor Organization, dedicated to assessing the COVID-19
pandemic and its impact on the global labor market, speaks of its incredible
destructiveness and global consequences for working youth at the age of 16-
24. So from the date of the official global recognition of the COVID-19
pandemic, 17% of working youth in the world have completely lost jobs,
and of those who retained jobs 24% agreed to reduce working hours and
wages. In addition, female youth have lost their jobs twice as fast as male
youth [4]. All over the world, youth unemployment has become the biggest
socio-economic problem. In the US and the EU, aspects of youth
unemployment have manifested themselves such as interruption of working,
educational or basic vocational training; complete lack of opportunity to
get a “first job”, impossibility to change jobs, stopped career growth and
professional development, frozen and cut wages, frozen financial aid
programs for young people, frozen corporate training and labor
development programs. According to global statistics, at the end of 2019,
the global youth unemployment rate was 13.71%, being already the largest
among all age groups of the working-age population, the number of
unemployed young people was about 267 million. As of October 2020, the
global youth unemployment rate was approaching 44% and the number was
almost 807 million. Among young women, the situation was generally
catastrophic; it was 71% of the world’s average unemployment rate.

Almost 57 million jobs in the United States have moved into the
“volatile” category. It has led to a wave of systemic layoffs, a permanent
practice of forced vacations, a reduction in working hours and wages. 17%
of the workforce in the United States (about 26.2 million people) has
applied for unemployment benefits since the beginning of February 2020.
The most massive reductions have taken place in the field of mass
entertainment, general services, retail trade and industry. The most affected
professions are oil and gas workers, bakers, postal couriers, and insurers’
employees [5]. Recently, the US has decreased vacancies by 2 million,
accounting for 18% of national vacancies in the US labor market. Almost
80% of layoffs have fallen on the lower categories of personnel who did not
have a bachelor’s degree [6]. This category makes up 60% of the total
working-age population in the United States. Most often, job cuts concern
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minorities and the African American population in the United States. The
reason is less experience and qualifications compared to the white
population of the United States. But the problem of unemployment in the
United States is being actively addressed. After the quarantine indulgences
and the return to work, businesses in the United States have already
reviewed both the safety conditions for employees and the format of work
among young people. US companies are considering re-equipping office
areas, installing protective antivirus screens for business communications
and face-to-face meetings with clients, providing employees with all types
of personal office protective equipment and developing new employee
health protocols.

The European Union has the following characteristics in the area of
unemployment under the influence of COVID-19. The overall
unemployment rate in the EU at the end of 2019 was 6.2%, and already in
July 2020 the value of the indicator was 7.2%. In the summer period, about
6 million people were unemployed among European youth, of which 2.9
million people were under the age of 25, of which 2.33 million people lived
within the EU-28 [3]. In August 2020, the youth unemployment rate was
already 17.0% in the EU and 17.3% in the Eurozone, while in May 2020
this indicator had values of 16.9% and 17.2%. During the three summer
months, youth unemployment in the EU increased at an average rate of 37
thousand people. The unemployment rate among all European youth due to
the COVID-19 pandemic was 23.48%, higher than the European average for
total unemployment. The highest rate of youth unemployment due to the
COVID-19 pandemic was recorded in Greece. It was 62% there. In Spain,
every second young person is unemployed. In 12 of the 27 EU member
states, this figure exceeds 27% [3, 4].

In Ukraine, the situation on the labor market under the influence of the
COVID-19 pandemic has worsened more significantly than in the US and
the EU. According to the observations of the International Labor
Organization, in Ukraine in 2020, in all age groups, there has been a
dynamic growth in the unemployment rate. Thus, with a comparative level
of 9.6% of general unemployment among the working-age population at the
end of 2019 and its growth to 14.1% in mid-2020 [1], the youth
unemployment rate in the category increased much more significantly. So
at the end of 2019, youth unemployment was estimated at 9.8%, and by
mid-2020 it was 17.92%, which shows an almost double increase. At the
same time, 40% of the unemployed young people in Ukraine, in the 16-24
age category, have no first work experience and cannot even find a
temporary first job [1, 7]. This factor, influenced by COVID-19, forms a
group of constant risk of social exclusion and professional degradation
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among the most motivated and active part of the Ukrainian society. The
problem of forced long-term unemployment, not related to the socio-
economic environment, is also being formed.

In general, we can conclude that the current crisis in the global labor
market caused by the COVID-19 pandemic forms a long-term trend of the
inability to find a permanent and comfortable workplace for a young person,
forcing them to agree to any job in any field, which leads to professional
and motivational degradation. In addition, conditions of individual stress
and mental discomfort are laid, which in turn affects personal health and
social climate in the country.

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WATER SCARCITY: A MAJOR FUTURE PROBLEM

Drinking water is essential for life support and is of paramount
importance to human health. About a third of the world’s population — 2.6
billion people — live in countries with "severe water scarcity”, and 1.7
billion people in 17 countries face "extreme water shortages”. Dozens of
countries in the arid areas of the Middle East are experiencing the worst
water shortages, and in India water shortage has reached critical levels due
to water consumption and water management. This can have dire
consequences in all areas, from economic development and the health of its
population.” The shortage of fresh water is a phenomenon familiar to
mankind from ancient times. More than once it has become the cause of
crises and social disasters. In traditional society, water scarcity occurred on
a local scale, and the crises they caused also remained local. But as
humanity develops, both water deficits and crises have increased. It was the
water crisis caused by the consequences of grandiose hydromelioration
works (namely, secondary soil salting) that caused the destruction of the
civilization of the Ancient Two-River. Similar manifestations of inept water
use led to the economic weakening of Carthage, which followed its defeat
in the wars with Rome and the de facto disappearance from the map of the
Ancient Mediterranean. Today, the water crisis is taking on a global
dimension. Let’s look at the problem of water scarcity more deeply and find
ways to solve it (['mobaneHast mpobiema aedurmra npecHoit Bosl, 2020).

The total amount of easily accessible fresh water on Earth in the form
of surface water (rivers and lakes) or groundwater (e.g. in aquifers) is
14,000 cubic kilometers (almost 3,359 cubic miles). Out of the total
amount, 5,000 cubic kilometers are used and reused by mankind.
Consequently, in theory, fresh water is more than enough to meet the needs
of the world’s current population of more than 7 billion people, and even to
support population growth of up to 9 billion or more. However, because of
the uneven geographical distribution and especially because of the uneven
consumption of water in some parts of the world and for some segments of
the population, it is a scarce resource. People in developed countries
typically use about 10 times more water per day than in developing
countries. For the most part, this is an indirect use of consumer goods such
as fruit, oilseeds and cotton in the water-intensive agricultural and industrial
processes.
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Demand is expected to exceed supply by 40% in 2030 if current trends
continue. The essence of global water scarcity lies in the geographical and
temporal discrepancy between the demand for fresh water and its
availability. Globally and on an annual basis, enough fresh water is
available to meet this demand, but it depends more on economic policy .The
deficit can be expected to increase with most forms of economic
development. The economic shortage of water is caused by a lack of
investment in the "water" infrastructure or insufficient human capacity to
meet the demand for water in areas where the population cannot afford to
use an adequate source of water. Symptoms of economic water scarcity
include a lack of infrastructure where people often have to take water from
rivers or lakes for domestic and agricultural needs . While much attention is
being paid to improving water sources for drinking and household purposes,
the data suggest that much more water is used for other purposes such as
bathing, washing, livestock and cleaning than simple for drinking and
cooking. This observation suggests that too much attention to drinking
water needs solves a small part of the water problem and therefore limits the
range of solutions available. Much of Africa suffers from water shortages in
the economy. Thus, the development of water infrastructure can help reduce
poverty. Investment in water-supporting and irrigation infrastructure will
also help to increase food production, especially in developing countries,
which are heavily dependent on low-productivity agriculture. The ability to
provide the population with usable water will also be of great benefit to
people’s health. However, overcoming this type of deficit may require more
than just new infrastructure; this requires socio-economic and socio-
political measures to combat poverty and social inequality, but lack of
funding requires careful planning. The term was first defined in 2007 in a
large-scale study of the use of water in agriculture conducted by
practitioners, researchers and policy advocates over the past 50 years,
overseen by the International Institute for Water Management in Sri Lanka,
to determine whether the world had enough water resources to produce food
for a growing population in the future. Water is one of the most important
elements of development planning; efforts to develop, conserve, use and
manage water resources should be guided by national perspectives. The
term "physical water scarcity" was used in the study to identify situations
where water is scarce to meet all needs, including the needs needed to
function effectively in ecosystems.

Part of the water resources that are restored annually in the process of
water cycle on the globe (global hydrological cycle). This type of water
resources are measured in units of runoff (m3/s, m3/year, km3/year).
Sometimes these water resources (as opposed to static water resources) are
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called dynamic water resources. The largest amount of water runoff have
the rivers of Asia (about 32% of the runoff of all rivers of the planet) and
South America (28%), the smallest — the rivers of Europe (about 7%). The
most rich in renewable river water resources are Brazil (8120 km3/year, or
19.0% of the total flow of all rivers in the world), Russia (4322 km3/year
according to estimates for 2008, 10.1%), Canada (3420 km3/year, 8.0%),
the United States (3048 km3/year, 7.1%), China (2700 km3/year, 6.3%)
(Fig. 1). Most of this countries are able to renew their water resources every
year (Bo3oOHoBsieMbie BogHbIE pecypesl, 2020).

The shortage of fresh water has already led to interstate conflicts,
and their number will grow. Today there are already countries ready to fight
for fresh water by the most radical methods. Among the causes of future
water problems experts call climate change, increased demand for water and
pollution of water bodies. People are often ready to defend access to water
with weapons in their hands, and because of the rapid growth of the
population and water use the situation has worsened. UN experts fear that
due to the depletion of water resources, the number of conflicts related to
access to water will continue to increase in the future. Peace has divided on
those who have a lot of water and those who have it already running out.
Morocco, Algeria, Tunisia, Sudan, Yemen, Oman, Saudi Arabia, Jordan,
Syria, Irag, a number of other countries — all of them have declared their
dissatisfaction with the state of water and readiness to defend their water
rights.

In Africa, on the hottest and driest continent on the planet, water
conflicts are not uncommon. The most turbulent area of Africa is the Nile
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Basin, the world’s longest river system. In the basin, Egypt depends on
countries upstream of the Nile, Sudan, Ethiopia and countries in the African
Great Lakes region. Egypt’s economy is almost entirely dependent on the
waters of the Nile, and 95% of the river’s water resources come from other
countries in the region, making Cairo dependent on upstream states. In
1994, Egyptian troops entered Sudan to control the waters of the Nile, from
which almost all of Egypt drinks. Egypt and Sudan soon joined forces
against Ethiopia, which decided to increase water withdrawal from the Nile.
In March 2015, Egypt, Ethiopia and Sudan signed the Declaration on the
Principles of Water Sharing of the Nile. But after long negotiations with
Ethiopia, Egypt refused to compromise and demanded that the World Bank
be involved as a mediator. However, Addis Ababa rejected the proposal,
saying that the parties would be able to resolve all the problems on their
own.

In Asia, Turkey, Syria and Irag compete for the waters of the Tigris
and Euphrates rivers. Turkey controls the origins of both rivers, which puts
it in a better position. The water conflict between these countries has not
been resolved, in part because each side pursues its own interests and tries
to increase its water potential unilaterally. The Euphrates is the main source
of water resources for Syria, which is experiencing severe water shortages.
In addition, being downstream, Syria and Iraq receive relatively poor
quality water. In 1974, Syria and Iraq almost entered the war because of the
construction of a dam in Syria on the Euphrates. Then Iraq threatened to
bomb the dam, and also pulled troops to the borders of Syria. When in 1975
built in Syria with the help of the Soviet Union dam blocked the Euphrates,
Irag moved troops to the border, and only the UN intervention prevented the
war. In 1990, Iraq was on the verge of war with Turkey, when it reduced the
flow of the Euphrates. The conflict between the three countries was
particularly heated in the 1990s, when Turkey erected the Ataturk dam on
the Euphrates (3arpoHer nu Bairy CTpaHy HEXBaTkKa BOIHBIX PECYpPCOB? —
BBC News Pycckas ciyx6a, 2020)

The dam has reduced the amount of water flowing into the countries
downstream of the river. In response, Iraq and Syria signed a joint water
allocation treaty. Syria and Iraq consider the Tigris and Euphrates rivers to
be international watercourses and insist that their resources be shared
equally among their neighbors. However, Turkey takes a different view.
Separate experts do not exclude that conflicts over water resources between
Turkey and Syria, Turkey and lIraq, Irag and Iran will most likely be
resolved militarily. The countries of the Middle East are located in one of
the driest parts of the planet, where renewable water reserves are severely
limited. The low efficiency of irrigation technologies in many Arab
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countries exacerbates the situation. A serious problem in the Arab world —
food (attachment to external sources of food supply) — and the near-dead
water situation — can provoke conflicts of varying intensity. In assessments
of the state and development of the Israeli-Palestinian conflict, the water
factor is no less significant than terrorism and a number of other security
threats.

In the Indo-Pakistan Basin, the territorial dispute over Kashmir is
directly related to the water. The origins of almost all rivers flowing through
Pakistan, including the main waterway, the Indus, are in Kashmir, many of
them in Indian-controlled territory. Conflicts over the waters of the Indus
began a year after the independence of India and Pakistan. In 1948, there
were serious disagreements over the use of water for irrigation, eventually
interrupted the supply of water to the canals that irrigated fields in
Pakistan’s Punjab province. In 1960, the World Bank invited the parties to
sign the Indus Water Treaty, dividing the flow of the river basin between
India and Pakistan. Pakistan used the waters of the three western rivers that
fed the Indus, and India’s use of the three eastern rivers. Under the treaty,
India undertook not to violate the flow of rivers flowing through its
territory, but defined to the use of Pakistan. Since then, however, India has
repeatedly violated the terms of the agreement.

Prospects for the development of international relations in the
direction of joint interests, mainly in the economic sphere can be
determined with a sufficient degree of reliability.

The largest form of interstate water relations will be the trade in virtual
water, both within the basin in the form of compensation for water
resources as such, and on the world market. The main traded water-to-water
product is food, and its deficit is growing progressively, which will lead to
the interest of water-rich countries in the marketing of their relatively
cheaper products, and the buyer countries — in the release of national water
resources.

The prospects for hydropower trade are very optimistic; it will be the
main barter benefit in resolving disputes within the basins.

Technology trade will flourish, as it is the only way to increase the
"supply” of water, reducing dependence on other countries and not
destabilizing the water balance in the basin. Areas 7 of the application of
such technologies are still very broad, both geographically and in industry.

International infrastructure facilities will be built as a negotiated
regime is established in the international basin. Accordingly, the prospects
for this interaction are determined by the success of states in building a
sustainable regional architecture. However, regardless of the regional
architecture, international rhetoric on this issue will be increasingly intense.
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Thus, it is now highly likely that water scarcity will have a progressive
impact on international relations. Moreover, the study was able to identify
the nature of this influence by comparing global trends and regional
imperatives. The tightening of competition for water resources on the world
market is primarily due to the growing demand for water products, two
thirds of which are for food (the remaining water is spent on electricity
generation and the creation of industrial-made water supply). The food
market has the most significant impact on water scarcity, and the state of
this market determines the water balance in the world and in the regions.
This influence is broadcast through two areas: the production market and
the market. Competition for water as a productive resource is unfolding at
the level of international water basins, and despite numerous articles on
"new colonization”; the scale of the purchase and lease of aquifers by
developing countries abroad compared to the area of the largest
international water basins is still negligible. At the same time, the market
for food products is already struggling at the global level. A characteristic
feature of the food market in recent decades has been the progressive deficit
and the resulting constant price growth. Meanwhile, the food market itself is
a market for homogeneous products, which in turn implies that the main
competitive advantage is the relatively low price of goods. Consequently,
efficient use of water contributes to a dramatic increase in the
competitiveness of the economy. The system of efficient water use can be
built both at the regional level (when a river or lake is perceived as a single
object) and at the national level. In this regard, it would be logical to assume
that the countries at the top of the adrift should not only not seek to build
regional regimes for the management of international water resources, but
also resist it in order to prevent the increasing influence of their "lower"
neighbors. However, this strategy has quite clear limits and is defined by the
benefits of regional cooperation. The alternatives that the "lower" state can
offer in exchange for a mutually beneficial regional water use system are
multiplying as the global market becomes more dynamic and multi-factor.
In this regard, the value of such benefits as the creation of free trade zones,
easier access to national labor and capital markets, access to new
technologies for efficient water use and hydropower facilities are constantly
growing. In addition to the "barter" exchange, the issue of building a water-
energy balance and the synergistic effect is a special one. Although unlike
food, electricity markets are regional; this area also has the potential to
resolve 9 conflicts of interest and regional cooperation. The construction of
hydropower facilities allows the country downstream to gain access to the
energy source and at the same time free up its own water and territorial
resources for the production of water-intensive products. And the "upper"
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state gets an opportunity in exchange with certain concessions from its
neighbors, to fully realize its hydropower potential, which the "upper"
countries due to geographical features are usually higher than those of the
"lower" more flat states. That is why the construction of hydropower
facilities on a parity basis is becoming a very significant source for
deepening regional integration. In this case, countries sell again a resource,
but more valuable, and, most importantly, used for the production of
industrial products. Accordingly, water will eventually gain even greater
added value than its use in agriculture. On the basis of the above analysis,
we can confirm the original hypothesis that in the face of increased
competition among states for water resources on the world market,
cooperation at the pool level is more likely than deterioration in regional
security.

There is still time to fix something, but it requires a common effort
Even in arid conditions in Africa it is possible to achieve water savings of
25%, for example, by improving agricultural practices. Key solutions
include a set of measures that include modern technologies for the use of
water resources in agriculture and production, reuse of water, and
prevention of leaks in the distribution network. Special attention should be
given to eco-technology that contributes to the restoration of biodiversity
and thus protects water sources from drying, flooding and pollution.
Ukraine does not yet feel a shortage of drinking water, although its quality
in many regions is far from the accepted norms. Intensive development of
the agricultural sector, as well as pollution of lakes and rivers by
uncontrolled industrial emissions, is making more and more sources of fresh
water unsuitable for domestic and food use. Unfortunately, environmental
issues are not part of the spotlight of our society, so politicians do not see
environmental protection as a way to earn points in the eyes of voters.
However, the situation may change dramatically in the coming decades.

There are various ways of dealing with the problem, and in this aspect
there are enormous opportunities for countries with large reserves to benefit
from their situation. However, at the moment, the value of fresh water has
not yet led to the operation of global economic mechanisms, and is mainly
the most effective countries in this direction with fresh water scarcity. We
consider it necessary to highlight the most interesting projects and their
results. For example, Egypt brings to life the most ambitious of all national
projects — "Toshka" or "New Valley." Construction has been going on for 5
years and is expected to be completed by 2017. The work is very expensive
for the country’s economy, but the prospects seem truly global. 10% of the
water from the Nile will be redirected to the western regions of the country,
and the area of habitable land in Egypt will increase by as much as 25%.

Moreover, 2.8 million new jobs will be created and more than 16 million
people will be relocated to the new projected cities. If successful, this
ambitious project will make it possible for Egypt to re-enter as a developed
power with a fast-growing population.

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FORMS OF INTERNATIONAL ECONOMIC COOPERATION
AND THE MAIN TRENDS OF THEIR DEVELOPMENT

It is generally agreed today that, economic cooperation is a conception
that is consistently being used for entrepreneurial, industrial, financial or
productive cooperation in modern word.

One must admit that, that nowadays international economic relations
are not only limited to trade. The development of entrepreneurship allows
the active use of other forms of international cooperation. Such cooperation
definitely may include providing services, implementation of joint projects
on a long-term basis, development of various economic arrangements.

According to our topic, first of all, we must mention some main forms
of international economic relations. Let us consider some of them:

= exchange of scientific-technical results;

= international production cooperation;

= international trade;

= informational, monetary, financial and credit relations between
countries;

= movement of capital and labor;

= activities of international organizations, economic cooperation in
solving global problems.

At the present stage, the globalization process has a great influence on
the development of the world economy and international cooperation. The
main content of international economic relations is changing under the
influence of globalization. We cannot deny that this factor leads
international relations to new features and new trends.

Primarily, during the creation period of international cooperation we
may notice the steady growth of international trade which is influenced by
factors such as the international division of labor; scientific and
technological revolution; active work and interaction of a transnational
companies; development of trade and economic integration. From these
factors, one may conclude that increase in the volume of international trade
lead to changes in its merchandise and geographical structure.

From the article by Natalia Frolova about «Modern trends in the
development of international trade in the context of globalization», we want
agree, that the most important factors that influences international
cooperation in the context of globalization is the scientific and technological
revolution [2].
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First, let’s consider the use of Internet technologies in concept of trade
and international exchange. According to Frolova's words, now Internet is
leading international trade to the highly-professional level. That came out,
first of all, in the use of global electronic networks for the transmission and
exchange of data in business transactions. The Internet has expanded the
fields of commercial relationships. Electronic-commerce allows companies
to make cross-national operations more effectively and flexibly. Besides,
interact e-commerce enables to interact more closely with suppliers,
moreover respond much faster to customer’s requests and expectations.

The development of trends in international trade aimed at its
computer-generated converting cause changes in international calculation.
So, new technologies of payments in online stores have appeared. What is
more, for calculation of international purchases already appeared new
trading currencies.

Perhaps we should also point out the fact that nowadays, it's really
important to use concept of involving many companies in GVCs, which is
global value chains. The major concept of global value chains is that several
countries are involved in the production of goods. After all, such a method
brings us to reducing the cost of production and, of course, increases quality
of goods through specialization in the production of individual components.
According to UNCTAD statistics, around 80% of the value added in the
world is created within production and trade chains. Must be added, that
trade chains are controlled by corporations. They divide the process of
product creation into stages and fragment distribution. What about
countries, they can import components for production or export parts of
national products for use in the production of other countries.

We're definitely sure, that one of the most important topics nowadays
is the development of international monetary and financial cooperation.
Most essential fact is the need to revise monetary, fiscal and structural
policies. It must be done globally, with the help of the most developed
countries in the situation of lowest interest rates, high debt charts,
stagnation and inflation. So, currently, the International Monetary Fund
must look more seriously and deeply on these topics in case to be fully
prepared for future states of economy and be ready to solve problems.

As Martin Wolf considered in his article, that at first, all voting shares
should be leveled with each member’s economic importance. EU members,
including the United Kingdom, currently have 29.6 % of votes; the United
States, 16.5 %; Japan, 6.2 %; and Canada, 2.2 %. For the contrast, let's
consider, for example, that China has approximately 6 % and India 2.6 %.
These numbers don’t actually match with the real weight of these
economies. Obviously currently advanced economies still dominate in
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global finance and emit all the significant reserve currencies. But this will
probably not last for long. For international organization like the IMF to
remain relevant on a global scale, voting shares must be reoriented,
especially towards Asia. Otherwise, China will surely establish its own
version of the IMF. And, actually its already happening, because China has
already created the Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank and the New
Development Bank. Moreover, the Bank of China continues to
internationalize the yuan and open up the country’s financial markets to
foreign investors to use the yuan as the world’s reserve currency and
challenge the dollar in global trade and finance. In this way, China is
gradually abandoning the American dollar [3].

So, current world situation leads us to changes in international
cooperation. And, according to Adrian Pop’s words, international monetary
system may have three scenarios. First one Adrian Pop named as repair
scenario which suppose the extension and improving the functioning of the
current financial and political systems. Second scenario named as multi-
polar scenario. This forecasts that the U.S. dollar remains the main
international currency but other currencies also play non the last role in the
international monetary system as reserve currencies. And the third one is
the renewed multilateralism scenario, which posits new steps towards
building international monetary order [4].

Summing up, we can say that several factors play an important role for
the further development of international economic cooperation. The first is
the development of computer and machine technologies to increase the
efficiency of production, the use of the Internet for the development of new
forms of trade, mostly for international online shopping. The second is the
creation new forms of contracts and international negotiations. The third
factor is the need of improving the work of international organizations. It is
necessary to change views on the current political, financial and economic
situation in the international stage.

WSPOLCZESNE KIERUNKI ZARZADZANIA
STRATEGICZNEGO MIASTEM

W zarzadzaniu miastem nalezy najpierw skupi¢ si¢ na zrozumieniu
strategicznych kierunkéw rozwoju miasta i wybieraniu tych, ktore sa
zrownowazone, trwate, zgodnie z wsp6lng wizjg miasta. Pojecie rozwoju
zrownowazonego, W odniesieniu do miast, wprowadzono w czasie
konwencji w Rio de Janeiro w 1992 r. Do tej pory pojecie to byto
stosowane dla opisu zagadnien przyrodniczych. Szersze ujecie tego
zagadnienia w odniesieniu do polityki miejskiej nastapito na Szczycie
miast, ktory odbyt si¢ w Stambule podczas konferencji Habitat 11 w 1996 r.
Prezentowano tam osiagniecia polegajace na wprowadzaniu w zycie
rozwoju zréwnowazonego W miastach. Podkreslono, ze wilasnie miasta
ksztattuja wspotczesne oblicze §wiata i dlatego wprowadzanie idei rozwoju
zrownowazonego PoOwinno rozpoczaé sie od prowadzenia odpowiednigj
polityki miejskiej. Zrownowazone miasto jest definiowane jako takie, w
ktorym cele spoteczno-gospodarcze sa harmonijnie potagczone ze sprawami
srodowiska.

Polityka miejska obejmuje odpowiednie narzgdzia i instrumenty do
strategicznego planowania rozwoju zrownowazonego. W dzisiejszym czasie
metoda strategicznego przewidywania pozwalajaca na uswiadomienie
perspektyw miasta i przygotowanie do zmian jest foresight, wykorzystanie
ktorego pozwala na lepsze zrozumienie realiow, mozliwosci i celow
rozwoju miasta.

Foresight dotyczy ksztaltowania przysztosci oraz na dyskutowaniu i
mysleniu 0 niej. Jest to systematyczny, oparty na spotecznej partycypacji
proces gromadzenia informacji o przysztosci i rozwijania $rednio— i
dlugoterminowej Wwizji, obejmujacy biezace decyzje i mobilizacje do
wspoélnych dziatan. Jest to zestaw strukturalnych i opartych na partycypacji
dziatan na rzecz budowy wizji i strategicznego planowania, ktore
umozliwiajg miastom mys$lenie i dyskutowanie 0 $rednio— i
dhugoterminowej przysztosci ich terytoridw, a takze jej rozwazanie i
ksztaltowanie. Wiele sposrod kluczowych elementéw procesu foresight ma
szerokie zastosowanie w planowaniu strategicznym: zapraszanie zespolow
ekspertow; konsultowanie danych spoteczno-ekonomicznych i danych
srodowiskowych; badanie tendencji i ekstrapolowanie trendow oraz
okreslanie celow strategicznych. Szczegdlng cecha procesu foresight jest
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przewidywanie dtugoterminowych kierunkéw polityki, wykraczajacych
poza najblizsze kwestie i problemy, a takze korzystanie z takich metod, jak
burza mézgdéw, budowanie scenariuszy i ich badanie za pomoca analizy
SWOT (silne strony, stabe strony, szanse i zagrozenia) lub podobnych
technik. Foresight opiera si¢ na opiniach wielu zainteresowanych stron.

W ujeciu podstawowym zarzadzanie strategiczne miastem nalezy
rozumie¢ jako sposoby wykorzystywane przez osoby i instytucje publiczne
oraz prywatne do planowania i pomiaru funkcjonowania miasta. Proces
strategiczny w miescie przewiduje zaangazowanie rdznego typu
interesariuszy publicznych i prywatnych w celu planowania i wdrazania
strategii rozwoju. Na podejsciu wspotpracy musi powsta¢ kompleksowy
plan osiggania celow rozwoju miasta (naszym zdaniem cele majg by¢
okreslone w wyniku wykorzystania foresightu), co w ogéle wymaga
realizacji pelnego cyklu strategicznego (rys. 1.).

Cykl strategiczny w miescie obejmuje procesy planowania, wdrozenia,
finansowania, monitoringu i ewaluacji strategii rozwoju miasta. W
prawidtowo przebiegajacym cyklu strategicznym poszczegoélne etapy
zazgbiaja si¢ i przenikajg. Etap planowania strategicznego w kontekscie
rozwoju miast oznacza Kkonieczno$¢ zaangazowania interesariuszy
wewnetrznych — od radnych po dyrektoréw wydziatow i szeféw jednostek
miejskich, a takze szerokie uspotecznienie procesu — zaréwno przez
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zapewnienie udziatu czotowych instytucji i organizacji, jak i analize opinii
mieszkancéw. W sytuacji planowania strategii wdrazanej przez urzad
miasta juz na poczatkowym etapie powinny powsta¢ ustalenia
organizacyjne i proceduralne pozwalajace na jej wdrozenie. Zadania
wynikajgce ze strategii powinny podlega¢ szacowaniu kosztow i
powigzaniu z budzetem zadaniowym oraz zewnetrznymi Zrodtami
finansowania, a wydatkowane naklady powinny by¢é na biezaco
monitorowane.

Cechy dobrego =zarzadzania miastem wskazuja hna istotnosé
partycypacji, rzadow prawa i demokracji, transparentnosci, responsywnosci,
orientacji na konsensus, réwnosci, efektywno$ci i skutecznoéci,
rozliczalno$ci oraz wizji strategicznej [2, s. 182-185].

Takze nalezy wydzieli¢ nowe sfery zastosowan zarzadzania
strategicznego to strategie:

— rozwoju obszaréw metropolitalnych (ZIT);

—  rozwoju centréw miast (TCM);

— marketingowe.

W  zakresie koordynacji procesdéw rozwojowych w obszarach
metropolitalnych warto wyodrebni¢ mechanizm zintegrowanych inwestycji
terytorialnych (ZIT). To rozwigzanie przewiduje odejscie od postrzegania
obszaré6w miast tylko przez pryzmat ich granic administracyjnych. Pod
pojeciem ZIT kryja si¢ zestawy projektow, dzigki wdrozeniu ktdérych
mozliwe rozwigzywanie specyficznych lokalnych probleméw. W
kontekscie ZIT samorzady z okre§lonego obszaru musza stworzy¢ forme
partnerstwa (np. stowarzyszenia, zwigzku miedzygminnego) oraz wspolnie
opracowaé strategie, ktora bedzie okreslata cele, kierunki rozwoju, zasady
wspolpracy oraz najwazniejsze planowane dziatania.

Podstawowe wyzwania i obszary interwencji w zakresie zarzadzania
zintegrowanego w obszarach metropolitalnych  dotycza: ochrony
srodowiska, ochrony zdrowia, zarzadzania kryzysowego, planowania i
zagospodarowania przestrzennego, zarzadzania drogami publicznymi,
koordynowania i integracji polityki transportowej, spdjnosci i budowy
nowej infrastruktury komunalnej (szczeg6lnie o charakterze sieciowym) [3,
s. 112]. Nalezy podkresli¢, ze partnerstwa samorzadéw w Kierunku ZIT
mogga stara¢ si¢ 0 fundusze unijne na wspdlne przedsiewziecia.

Nowym obszarem zintegrowanego zarzadzania 0 charakterze
strategicznym jest planowanie i zarzadzanie Strategiczne w centrach miast —
Town Centre Management. Centra miast to z perspektywy ekonomicznej
najbardziej dochodowe miejsca (a przynajmniej takie by¢ powinny). Ich
potencjalna warto$¢ lokalizacyjna, wizerunkowa, kulturowa, biznesowa, a
takze historyczna sktania do szczegdlnego zainteresowania tg przestrzenig.
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W efekcie chodzi o przygotowanie strategicznego planu rozwoju centrum
miasta, organizacj¢ sposobu implementacji, przekonanie interesariuszy do
realizacji strategicznych partnerstw, ktore w efekcie majg przyniesé
korzystne skutki finansowe, opracowanie sposobow finansowania dziatan
oraz monitorowanie procesu wdrazania. Obecnie TCM jest jedng z
najbardziej rozpowszechnionych metod zarzadzania centrami miast, ktora
realizowana jest poprzez formalne lub/i nieformalne partnerstwo publiczno-
prywatne, skoncentrowane na formutowaniu i realizowaniu konkretnej wizji
i strategii rozwoju, promujgce aktywne uczestnictwo réznych partnerow w
zarzadzaniu centrum [3, s. 114].

Strategia rozwoju miasta takze musi rozwija¢ silng i rozpoznawalng
marke miasta jako instrument dla tworzenia tozsamos$ci miasta oraz
aspiracyjnej wizji jego przysztosci (w praktyce proces ten dokonuje sie
przez opracowanie i wdrozenie strategii marketingowej). Marka ma za
zadanie dostarcza¢ pewna obietnicg, inspirujaca zachowania aktorow
wewnetrznych i zewngtrznych.

Koncepcja marki miasta przenikneta do marketingu terytorialnego,
ktory ma na celu wspdlng i kompleksowa dziatalnos¢ wszystkich
interesariuszy miasta, zmierzajagcg do rozpoznawania, ksztattowania i
zaspokajania potrzeb spotecznosci lokalnej, ksztattowania pozytywnego
wizerunku miasta na podejsciu okreslenia kluczowych elementow: miejsce,
ludzie, procesy oraz partnerzy.

Element ,,miejsce” modelu zawiera identyfikacje i ocene takich cech
miasta jak: lokalizacja, dziedzictwo, historia, srodowisko naturalne, poziom
rozwoju infrastruktury. Element ,ludzie” obejmuje kapitat ludzki w
miescie, na ktory sktadaja sig: zréznicowanie populacji, talenty, mentalno$¢
i postawy lokalnej spotecznosci. Poziom talentow jest identyfikowany nie
tylko przez liczbe instytucji edukacyjnych w miescie, lecz takze przez
liczbe kreatywnych idei i innowacyjnych rozwigzan w polityce, biznesie,
nauce, sztuce i sektorze spotecznym. W ramach elementu ,,procesy" miasta
powinny szuka¢ (w organach samorzadu lokalnego i ich strategicznej

THE PROBLEM OF DEPLETION OF NATURAL RESOURCES IN
THE WORLD ECONOMY

The modern world economy is characterized by too high rates of
extraction of natural resources in comparison with their ability to natural
renewal. Therefore, the world is faced with such a problem as the danger
of depletion of natural resources. Depletion threatens not only non-
renewable resources, but also those that are classified as renewable.
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Development and progress of society are associated with the growing
depletion of natural resources. Along with the advantages of an industrial
and post-industrial economy, it is characterized by the emergence of new
and exacerbation of existing resource and environmental problems.

Economic development entails high benefits from the use of natural
resources. However, after their exhaustion, humanity will face new
challenges that may even lead to its complete destruction. Intensive
agriculture, growth in mining and urbanization significantly increase the
degradation of renewable natural resources (upper soil layer, forests,
pastures, and animal and plant populations).The problems of conservation
and reproduction of the natural environment are becoming increasingly
important in the world economy. So the main cause of wars and
confrontations in the history of mankind was precisely natural resources,
and this may become a threat to international relations in the future. The
approach of the ecological crisis did not coincide with the post-industrial
scientific and technical revolution. During the scientific and technical
revolution, conditions are created that remove technical restrictions on the
use of various types of natural resources. Industrialization processes have
significantly increased people’s power over natural processes, while at the
same time reducing the number of people who live in direct contact with
nature. As a result, the population of industrialized countries has become
even more convinced that their purpose implies the conquest of nature.

Earlier, experts from the Organization for Economic Cooperation and
Development (OECD, unites the 36 most developed countries) estimated
that only soil degradation brings the world economy from $6 trillion to $11
trillion in annual losses. Those industries that generate 15% ($13 trillion) of
global GDP have a high degree of dependence on the environment,
moderate — 37% ($31 trillion) of GDP (®enepanllpecc. 2020. Vcromenue
Ipuponubix PecypcoB I'posur O6Bamom DkoHOMEHKH | Mocksa |
®denepanmpecc).

In total, WEF and PwC analysts call three hidden threats that the
global economy carries the destruction of ecosystems and the extinction of
species.

1. The dependence of business processes on nature is much higher
than is generally believed. According to WEF and PwC analysts, almost
half of the world economy depends on the state of the environment one
way or another — $44 trillion annually. Some to a greater extent (agriculture
and forestry, food industry, construction), some to a lesser extent (trade,
transport, real estate). Other industries do not formally depend on the
environment — these are finance, IT, digital services and healthcare. But if
you look at their supply chain, the state of the environment affects them
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too. For example, the electronic industry cannot exist without the extraction
of rare earth metals, and unexpected disasters threaten insurance companies
with billions of dollars in losses.

2. Image risks. A certain company may pollute the air or the world’s
oceans for years, but given the modern fashion for consciousness, responsibility
and environmental friendliness, it thus risks incurring the wrath of investors,
social activists, and even state regulators. Next, a decrease in exchange quotes, a
decrease in sales turnover, a drop in profit, massive reductions and further along
the list will begin. For example, players in the textile industry in general and the
fashion industry in particular, being one of the main pollutants of nature, are
rushing to sign environmental covenants and commit to reducing the carbon
footprint throughout the production chain.

3. Risks to society. The disappearance of species, the depletion of
natural resources — all this through the economy affects you and me, the
world in which we live.

Let us consider the problem of depletion of natural resources with real
examples and facts. In 2008, the total amount of phosphates extracted
amounted to 161 million tons. According to experts of the US Geological
Survey, fertilizer needs in the next 5 years will increase annually by 2.5-
3%. If this rate of use of phosphates continues, then all world reserves can
be consumed in 125 years.

Currently, the world’s oil demand is approximately 77 million barrels
per day. World market prices for natural resources are subject to significant
fluctuations. Thus, the price of a barrel of crude oil rose from $10 in 1998-
1999 to more than $140 in 2008, and in early 2009 fell to $50. If the
revenue of the state budget is derived mainly from the export of natural
resources (for example, according to IMF data, 99.7% of Angola’s exports
in 2005 were oil and diamonds), these fluctuations wreak havoc on
government spending. The associated dramatic changes in the economic
climate in the country lead to massive violations of contracts, undermining
the stability of the economy. In order to protect themselves from the oil
crises, the Governments of industrialized States, which are the main
consumers of oil, are creating reserves sufficient to supply energy systems
for at least 90 days. The uneven distribution of the world’s fossil fuel
reserves by geographical region and dependence on Middle Eastern oil
pose challenges to the economies of both developed and developing
countries. Europe is particularly dependent on energy imports, even more
so than the US. Mexico, one of the world’s largest oil producers, could
become an importer by 2030. This is stated in the report of the International
Energy Agency. According to the authors of the report, the maximum oil
production will remain until about 2020, and then, due to a drop in the
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productivity of the fields, it will begin to decline rapidly. Moreover, this
decline cannot be compensated, even if new deposits are found. As a result,
by 2030, Mexico will produce only 2.7 million barrels per day.

According to experts, the exploited Russian oil fields at the current
production rate will dry up in 20 years, Azerbaijani — in 67 years, Kuwaiti
—in 128, Arabian — in 85, Iranian — in 67, Turkmen — in 12 years. The palm
tree of the championship in this list belongs to Iraq — it has enough oil for
almost 129 years. Iraq has the second largest oil reserves in the world
(112.5 billion barrels), second only to Saudi Arabia (261.8 billion barrels).
Kuwait’s reserves are estimated at 98.6 billion barrels, Iran — 89.7, Russia —
48.6 billion barrels (Anexceesna, I11., n.d. Biustaue Hamuaus [Tpupomabix
PecypcoB Ha Oxonomuueckuit Poct CtpaHn).

There is also a "hidden dependence” of many other industries on nature:
transport, retail trade, aviation and tourism, real estate, chemical and mining
industries, which in the future can significantly affect the country’s economy.

So, in the world economy, several different approaches are used today
among measures to prevent the exhaustion of resources. The first one is the
development of technologies that allow the use of those natural resources
that were previously considered unprofitable. Examples include low-
mineral deposits or deep-lying minerals. However, such an approach has
largely put aside the problem of resource depletion for some time. The
second one is the transition to other types of resources, the level of which is
still far from exhaustion, including the use of renewable sources in energy.
Such an approach has technical and economic difficulties and in the future
leaves the possibility of exhausting new sources of resources.

At the moment, there is already a concept related to solving the problem of
depletion of natural resources. It is adhered to by the United States, Canada,
Japan and several other countries, based on the belief that the problem should be
solved not by evolutionary, but by revolutionary methods. We are talking about a
radical change in consumer orientation, a reduction in the use of hydrocarbon fuel
(which, moreover, during combustion, contaminates the atmosphere, creating
conditions for global warming) and the development of renewable energy
sources, especially hydrogen. For this, however, it is necessary to create
conditions that allow the consumption of hydrogen fuel (its production facilities,
storage, distribution and delivery systems).

FOOD CRISIS

One of the most global economic problems is the food crisis due to
overpopulation and deterioration of human quality of life. It is the level and
quality of nutrition of the population that characterizes the degree of socio-
economic development of any country and by 70% determines the health
and life expectancy of a person. The demand for food will always grow as
the world population increases by 80 million people annually. The number
of poor and hungry people is increasing by about the same amount. Each
year there are more hungry people, and the increase in food production is
less.

Although there are quite many problems that accompanied the
globalization process, the food crisis is the most important one, for it
directly affects the survival of human beings. Today, the rise in food prices
globally has turned into a global crisis. Stimulated by the political and
economic instabilities in various regions, this situation has become even
more chronic in many regions. There are lots of factors which stimulate the
food crisis, in particular:

- global urbanization;

- rapid population growth;

- industrialization.

- geographical conditions.

- political situation.

- ecological situation.

- lack of technical, financial, land resources.

- deficit of fresh water.

- land degradation.

Asia remains home to the greatest number of undernourished (381
million). Africa is second (250 million), followed by Latin America and the
Caribbean (48 million). The global prevalence of undernourishment — or
overall percentage of hungry people — has changed little at 8.9 percent, but
the absolute numbers have been rising since 2014. This means that over the
last five years, hunger has grown in step with the global population (As
more go hungry and malnutrition persists, achieving Zero Hunger by 2030
in doubt, UN report warns, 2020).

Recently, the problem of hunger has ceased to be relevant only to
developed countries, which fully cover the needs of their society. But in
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general, the population of the planet is noticeably suffering from this
problem. And the diagram shows it clearly.

Each person in the world accounts for 0.1 hectares of crops sown,
which is half as much as in the early 60°s. If during that period, world grain
production increased by an average of 2.2%, then in subsequent years it was
reduced by half. This is the result of the fact that more and more countries
rely on imported grain rather than on their own, thus increasing demand and
causing price increases. Approximately one in ten people in the world are
now malnourished and about 40,000 children die of hunger every day (data
as of June 1992). One in three of those who die from hunger or from causes
related to malnutrition (Msanosuu, 2020).

But still there are some ways of solution of food shortage:

While there are irreversible processes such as overpopulation,
urbanization and industrialization, experts believe that it is better to focus
on land degradation. First of all, the deteriorating conditions for growing
crops are an environmental problem. The most developed and
environmentally friendly countries in the world like Switzerland, Sweden,
Norway and Denmark have decided to approach this problem from several
angles. Firstly, a very significant role for the environment was played by
waste disposal, as it prevents soil poisoning. Only 0.7% of domestic waste
in Sweden is disposed of by burial in special landfills, while in the
European Union as a whole this figure is as much as 34%. In total, 290
municipalities across Sweden are responsible for the organization of waste
collection and recycling. Secondly, transition from fossil resources such as
coal, oil and gas to renewable energy sources: sun and wind to avoid ozone
layer pollution. For instance — the Swedish government has already invested
over 400 million kroons in research and development in the field of ecology
and environmental protection. Among the most famous developers are
biofuels, smart grids, and carbon capture and storage. In 2013, expenditures
on research and development amounted to 3.3% of GDP, which is the fourth
highest in the OECD. For comparison: EU member states in 2018 have
already spent almost 2% of GDP on environmental protection (JIymmxwu
Hopwuo, 2020).

Also, in the modern world, most companies work on the quantity, not
on the quality of products. This leads to the deterioration of ecology and
physical condition of the population.

Transition to natural resources through environmentally friendly
measures also remains a way to solve the problem. The obstacle to this is
the lack of desire to build production facilities in a non-traditional way in
specially designated places, as this may affect not only the infrastructure of
the city, but also the profit from tourist places. For example, the situation
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with the Hell Canyon in the U.S., where it was planned to build a
hydroelectric power plant. The request for construction was denied, as the
canyon was a local landmark, and the city could lose income from tourists.
Although studies have shown that the benefits from the hydroelectric power
plant could have been greater.

State subsidies to agriculture occupy an important place in the
food problem. In countries with well-developed agricultural production,
significant financial support is provided to agricultural producers. In the
United States, the federal budget allocates $50 billion or more annually for
these purposes. Agricultural cooperatives, corporations and farmers receive
soft loans. The countries of Western Europe allocate funds to the
agricultural sector depending on the natural and climatic conditions. The
more difficult and severe the climate in the country, the more part of the
GDP is used for agriculture. Denmark accounts for 17.7 percent of the
industry’s GDP; the UK for 27.2 percent; and Norway for 32.5 percent.
Thus, in the U.S. the share of state subsidies in profits is 30 percent, in the
EU — 50 percent; in Sweden — 59 percent; in Japan — 75 percent. Stable
financial support for agricultural production makes it possible to maintain
relatively stable food prices. The government constantly monitors price
levels and does not allow significant spikes. In France, for example, if there
is a price drop below the guaranteed level on the market, the producer is
compensated by the state. However, the situation in developing countries is
not so favorable. Grants to agriculture are minimal, if any, and peasant
farms in these countries are unable to compete with the agricultural sector
of developed countries. While agriculture in already prosperous countries
receives significant subsidies from the state, the agricultural sector of
developing countries suffers losses, even despite the small financial
assistance from developed countries. Substantial subsidies to agriculture of
the world’s wealthy states allow them to export their products at low prices.

Reducing losses during harvesting, transportation, and storage of
crops. Now on the way from the field to the consumer about 10% of the
world grain harvest is lost. If we could reduce losses to at least 8%, it would
save annually about 22 million tons of grain (this amount is enough to feed
60 million people).

Restrictions on the use of grain in feed production and biofuel
production.

In countries suffering from hunger, use of arable land to grow food
for the local population rather than for export products.

To sum up, in order to solve the food problem, it is important to
understand the ways of its origin and the end result. Many examples of
the world food problem are associated with high inflation, when
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groups of people who lag behind in an inflationary race die hungry.
Thus, preventing severe and uneven inflation is an important part of
the policy aimed at achieving food security. Taking care of this must
be complemented by a commitment to avoid significant levels of
unemployment. It is important to create an ideal strategy linked to
economic processes that produces hunger and death that continues to
kill and destroy millions of people.

In the current situation, efforts need to be made on at least four fronts.
It is necessary to provide the poor who are undernourished with a social
protection system. The need to increase investment in agriculture to
stimulate productivity growth to promote economic development and
reduce poverty also plays a role. To end hunger on their own, the hungry
need control over resources. Similarly, the international trading system
needs to be strengthened so that measures to protect individual countries do
not destabilize international markets or harm other countries.

The world food problem is one of the most important problems in the
world, which is at the level of such problems as natural disasters, wars,
terrorism, human health and new methods to cure the most serious diseases.

OVERVIEW OF SELECTED GREEN INFRASTRUCTURE
PROJECTS OF THE EUROPEAN UNION

The EU has set itself a target oh halting the loss of biodiversity in
Europe by 2020. At the heart of its efforts, is the establishment of an
EU-wide network of protected areas spanning all 28 EU countries —
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called the Natura 2000 network? Natura 2000 is under Habitats
Directive. The Habitats Directive does not refer to green infrastructure
directly, but requires the Member States to contribute under Article
3(1) to forming ‘a coherent ecological network’, referred to as the
Natura 2000 network, which forms the cornerstone of nature
legislation in the EU (Natura2000. 2020).

Natura 2000 sites may not be seen as isolated ecological hot spots that
can survive on their own, but as elements of a broader network with
numerous functional links amongst sites, proving consistent with the green
infrastructure concept. Projects presenting the Habitats Directive and the
Natura 2000 network as the reference framework are mostly government
driven initiatives that seek to implement the EU legislation on national
level. Such projects often design a network of protected areas and other
landscape structures to ensure the connectivity of habitats on landscape
level.

Today, there are over 27 000 sites included in the network, covering
approximately 18% of EU land territory as well as important marine areas.

Natura 2000 lies at the very core of Europe’s Green Infrastructure. It
not only acts as an important reservoir for biodiversity and healthy
ecosystems, which can be drawn upon to revitalize degraded environments
across the broader landscape, but also delivers many ecosystem services to
society, the value of which has been estimated at €200-300 billion per
annum (Natura2000. 2020).

In forming the hubs of a European Green Infrastructure, Natura 2000
sites provide a strategic focus for improving natural environment and
enhancing the quality of people’s lives.

The EU Biodiversity Action Plan, LIFE+ program.

The EU Biodiversity Action Plan (COM 2006/216) places a high
priority on enhancing the coherence and connectivity of protected
areas, incorporating both Natura and non Natura sites. In particular,
it recognizes that as well as ‘structural tools’ (such as flyways,
stepping stones and ecological corridors), enhancing best practice as
a basis for an EU strategy on green infrastructure. The White Paper
on Adaptation to Climate Change, and the Economics of Ecosystems
and Biodiversity (TEEB) process both call for the development of a
green infrastructure in Europe. The latter study shows how the loss
of biodiversity and ecosystem services is having a negative economic
impact both locally and globally (LIFE, 2020; Environment LIFE,
2020). Infrastructure projects, distinguished by sector are presented
in Table 1.

The LIFE+ program has a key role to play in generating substantial
learning (best practices) and innovation. It can also promote success stories
in the reduction of fragmentation of species and habitats in Europe.
Moreover, LIFE+ Nature and Biodiversity projects in particular, but also
LIFE+ Environment projects, can provide useful examples for assisting the
construction of green infrastructure (LIFE, 2020). Evaluation of impacts of
the projects is presented in Table 2.

According to our previous research we came to the conclusion, that
most of mentioned projects can be described as the part of green
infrastructure. With some parts of the projects (UK project) that are focused
on support of biodiversity and ecosystem conservation and climate change
adaptation. Almost all of them are also focused on the support of
sustainable development and the Dutch and Bulgarian projects are also
oriented towards the water quality monitoring. Energy efficiency plays the
most important part of the Block 103 (German project and the protection
and enhancement of human health/quality of life/well — being in Slovak,
German and Bulgarian project as well. All results are to be found in the
above tables. Both charts are own authors elaboration.

WHY UKRAINE HAS THE STATUS THE POOREST COUNTRY
IN EUROPE, DESPITE IT WAS ONE OF THE MOST
DEVELOPING REPUBLICS IN THE USSR?

When the Soviet Union collapsed and Ukraine has had independent, it
was considered one of the most developing republics in economic
development in the USSR. Also, after the USSR has disintegrated, people
have high expectations when economic stagnation has imposed on Ukraine
by the communist system will become a thing of the past. Ukrainians
believed that thanks to many natural resources and human potential,
Ukraine will raise the economy from its knees and become a prosperous
European country. However, now Ukraine, overtaking Moldova, came out
on top and received the title of the poorest country in Europe (PamGiep,
2018).

So, why Ukraine, which recently was one of the most highly,
developed republics of the USSR subsequently surrendered its positions?

When the Soviet Union collapsed, Ukraine could not be called a poor
country, moreover, the military-industrial complex was called progressive
and now, sadly, we have to ask for ammunition from other countries.

Undoubtedly, the economic system of the USSR was unified, it was on
this system that the division of labour was planned. Despite the fact that
after the collapse of the Soviet Union Ukraine received quite a few
enterprises and places where it is possible to extract minerals, the problem
was that many of them, almost all were closely associated with the Russian
Federation and several other Union republics.

But a bigger problem was the lack of money. One of the best solutions
for Ukraine would be its conjugation with the international market however
it never happened; in this case, Ukraine had to invest huge sums on the
modernization of the country, to adjust to the new standards and new
market economy. Ukraine did not have money to fulfill the IMF conditions,
but the problem still had to be solved and then our government again made
a mistake. They hoped for the help of Western countries. However, Western
countries were not going to grow a competitor. Instead, they decided to do
what they called "demographic education.” They did this to turn Ukraine
into a tool of containment of Russia.

One of the factors that Ukraine has lost the opportunities that were
given to it in 1991 and loses them until today | also want to mention the
oligarchs
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One of the first decisions regarding the oligarchy Ukraine borrowed
from its neighbours, the Russian Federation, namely began to carry out so-
called "shock therapy" (Baltnews, 2019). Ukraine has carried out a set of
radical economic reforms, which were aimed at improving the economy of
our country and bringing it out of the crisis. The state introduced instant
price liberalization, reduced money supply and privatization of unprofitable
state-owned enterprises. However, it was another mistake.

When Leonid Kravchuk became president, he felt the absurdity and
stupidity of this system more than anyone else. From economic stagnation
and crisis, Ukraine’s economy plunged into complete chaos. The
consequence of this ‘treatment” was: the rise in prices, which of course did
not please the residents of the country and so lost a large number of funds
after the independence of Ukraine, began the devaluation of currencies,
began to close the enterprises — all this also caused indignation of the people
of Ukraine. Together with these problems began to grow another, which all
Ukraine to this day blame in the low economy and the new status of our
country, as the poorest country in Europe is the dawn of the oligarchy

After all the reforms adopted by Leonid Kravchuk failed, he was
replaced by Leonid Kuchma. This change of president led to a slight
improvement in our economy, but still, most of the enterprises were in the
state sector because of mismanagement or corruption, most enterprises
closed the rest of the work at a loss.

Today, the average salary of a Ukrainian is $225 per month, which is
an order of magnitude less than in other European countries. Ukraine also
lags far behind many countries in terms of GDP. According to the MP,
compared to 1991, Ukraine’s GDP fell by more than 30%.

During the years of subsequent presidents, none of them has succeeded
in creating a "Singapore scenario” to eliminate corruption in the country. On
the other hand, no steps have been taken to create a big economic leap
following the example of the People’s Republic of China

Today, Ukraine has many problems, the main ones of which prevent to
raise the economy of this country.

I want to start with the armed conflict in eastern Ukraine, which led to
the death of thousands of residents, the decline in living standards of the
population, the destruction of civilian infrastructure and the huge flow of
refugees. Ukraine had to re-create an army. In the 2020 budget, the
expenditure on the armed forces of Ukraine is 117 min hryvnia.

I also want to highlight the global covid 19 pandemics. The
Government of Ukraine has allocated 92 billion hryvnias to the fund to
combat the covid. In March, Ukraine began a lockdown, which lasted 3
months and reduced the receipt of taxes to the treasury, as a result of the
deficit of the state budget in Ukraine for September 2020 amounted to 94
billion hryvnias.

I also want to attach a chart showing income, expenses, lending and
budget deficit (Fig.2) (minfin, 2020).

However, there are rays of light in the Ukrainian economy. The
Government of Ukraine is looking for a way out of the current difficult
economic situation and conducted an audit of the state according to which
Prime Minister Denis Shmygal said that the size of Ukraine’s unrealized
potential over the last 10 years is 1 trillion dollars. The largest share in this
figure is occupied by minerals. According to the head of the government,
the correct use of the subsoil can bring Ukraine 409 billion dollars ( Enena
Cpena, 2020).
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In conclusion, | want to say that at this stage Ukraine has quite a lot of
problems preventing the growth of the economy, but the government has
begun to act towards improving the situation by increasing the development
of minerals, which will have a positive impact on the economy in the future.
In conclusion, | want to say that despite the fact that Ukraine is a country
rich in natural resources, black soil and hard-working people, but at the
moment it is successfully hindered by military actions in the East of
Ukraine, Olegarkhia and corruption, but the government is acting in the
direction of improving the situation, which will positively affect the
economy in the future.

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IMPLICATIONS OF GLOBALIZATION FOR THE US ECONOMY

Globalization is the term used to describe the growing of
interdependence of the world’s economies, cultures, and populations. It is
caused by cross-border trade in goods and services, technology, and flows
of investment, human capital, and information. The main problem is to
understand if more of a positive or negative effect globalization has brought
to the US economy.

It can be said that the process of international economic globalization,
gradually increasing the mutual influence and interdependence of national
economies, has reached a level where its quantitative growth has led to
noticeable qualitative consequences both for the American economy and for
the economies interacting with it. Also, it has generated serious
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socioeconomic challenges. At the same time, advantages can be identified
such as the exchange of technology and knowledge between countries,
expanding the range of goods and services of the domestic market through
international trade, and so on. Although, along with this there are also
disadvantages: the interdependence between the capitals and resources of
countries is increasing, as a result, the country’s external debt increases, and
the economy is threatened with a total crisis (What is Globalization | 1GI
Global, 2020).

Globalization causes completely ambiguous consequences for both
economic and social spheres of the country. They can be both positive and
negative. It already depends on the level of development of the national
economy. We can say that the power of the economy is directly
proportional to the scale of positive processes from its (economy)
globalization: the more one, the more the other. However, along with this,
there are many problems and negative consequences for the economy and
population of the country, which are generated by globalization. The
example of the United States fully confirms this. The globalization of the
economy is manifested in the growth of the scope and importance of foreign
trade and international movement of capital, the expansion of the movement
of labor resources between countries, the strengthening of economic
integration and cooperation, and the growth of information exchanges.

The main driving force behind the globalization of the economy is
technical progress, state economic policies aimed at liberalizing
international economic relations, as well as the activities of TNCs abroad. It
is TNCs that determine the balance between US direct investment abroad
and foreign investment in the US in favor of US investment. At the same
time, one can observe a rather large involvement of the biggest American
TNCs in foreign activities. In 2013, employment in them reached 35 million
people (23 million people in the United States and 12 million people in
foreign branches). Thus, globalization solves one of the main economic
problems — it reduces the unemployment rate in the country. Technological
innovations, primarily in the field of transport, communications, processing
and transmission of information, have significantly reduced the cost of
doing international business and, as a result, have expanded the
opportunities for foreign trade and investment.

State policy also plays a significant role in the globalization of the
economy. Since the mid-1950s, the attitude of many governments, including
the American one, to tariff policy has begun to change. Politicians and
businessmen are aware of the benefits of the international division of labor,
international economic specialization and cooperation. With many
advantages over its competitors, the United States began to actively support
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the ideas of free trade, capital movement and labor force. Significant efforts
by the American government were aimed at lowering its own trade tariffs
and stimulating other countries to take similar measures.

The main advantages of globalization for the US economy are: more
efficient use of the country’s economic resources, introduction of
innovations, technology transfer and attraction of scientific and technical
resources from abroad, reduction of production costs by transferring
enterprises abroad to countries with cheap labor, attraction of cheap labor
force (often undocumented migrants) into the country’s economy, and as a
result — accelerated economic growth and improved living standards for its
population.

More specifically, the following positive consequences of
globalization for the American economy can be noted. First, cheap imports
from third world countries keep inflation in check, boost incomes and
increase consumer demand (and hence economic growth). Second, the
openness of the American economy and its dynamic development
contribute to the inflow of capital and skilled labor from abroad. This has a
positive effect on economic growth and, accordingly, on employment.
Capital inflows keep lending rates low, which has a positive effect on
investment growth. Third, the growth in the export of American goods leads
to the creation of additional jobs (which were indirectly mentioned earlier).
Fourth, the export of capital abroad, especially direct investment,
contributes to the creation of favorable conditions for the functioning of
American companies in global market (due to lower production costs).
Thereby, the rate and value of profit increases, and competitiveness
improves. As a result, economy of the state is strengthening. Prosperity of
the population is also increasing. Access to international capital market is
opening more widely. As a result of foreign capital usage, a country at any
given moment can consume more than it produces.

While the correlation between economic openness and economic
growth is difficult to quantify, the evidence suggests the following.
Countries that have conducted open economic activities since the 70s of the
twentieth century demonstrate higher rates of economic growth per capita
than those that preferred the isolation of the national economy (autarky).

In general, globalization of the American economy in many ways has
a positive effect on the economic development of the state. At the same
time, ambiguous consequences and problems arise. It is especially possible
to single out three spheres of the country’s socio-economic life, where the
results of globalization are manifested negatively. To begin with, this is the
impact on employment, especially on a number of sectors of the economy
where international competition is more pronounced or where the export of
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productive resources abroad has taken a significant turn. Another problem is
the possibility of a sudden outflow of capital, as was the case with the
countries of Southeast Asia and the former socialist republics in 1997-1998,
in Russia during the crisis of 2008-2009. Such processes can significantly
destabilize world markets, including the US market. What is more, for the
United States, globalization has manifested itself in a growing trade deficit,
which has contributed to the reduction in the cost of imports. But at the
same time, there were such negative processes as an increase in the balance
of payments deficit and increased external debt. Thus, it is well traced that
the globalization of the economy has led to a serious and more than ever
urgent for the issue of country’s large external debt, and it is as serious as it
might seem at first glance (Supyan, 2020).

External debt sustainability analysis shows the country’s suitability for
foreign investment. What matters is not the size, but the ratio of debt to
GDP. Accordingly, the lower the GDP and the higher the debt, the less
attractive the country becomes for investors. And this may already have a
negative impact on the domestic economy. In other words, countries are
becoming dependent on foreign investment and capital from each other.
In 1982, the US national debt was only $1 trillion. Over the past thirty
years, it has grown almost 20 times. In the 90s, the balance of payments
deficit was constantly growing, reaching record levels in relation to GDP.
(The deficit, for example, of the balance of payments in 2012 reached
almost $500 billion — 3.3% of GDP) (Padaneva, 2016). Thus, the US
national debt as a percentage of GDP from 2002 to 2019 has more than
doubled (more detailed data are presented in the fig. 1). Currently, the main
reason for the deficits is the faster growth of the American economy
compared to other countries, which attracts foreign capital and foreign
importers to the American market. External deficit means that a country is
consuming more than it is producing. The difference between production
and consumption is covered by imports (Galochkin, 2019).

Hence, the US national debt of 27,13 trillion (which is 116 percent of
the country’s GDP) has already exceeded the size of the American economy
(Public debt of the U.S. by month, 2019-2020 | Statista, 2020). This figure
is 10 times higher than the current debt burden. Accordingly, the US
financial sector is on the verge of collapse, and the economy itself is at risk
of facing a debt crisis or default (Will the United States Ever Default on Its
Debt?, 2020).

There are several ways to reduce public debt. These are, for example,
the redirection of budget funds from social needs to the real sector of the
economy (transition to an active budget form), privatization or borrowing
foreign funds in the form of various kinds of investments, and so on. These
actions will not lead to a significant reduction in debt, and as practice
shows, there is still no example in history when a country with a colossal
external debt would be able to pay it off. But even in spite of the
aforementioned possible problems, there will be no default in the US. As a
rule, foreign investors and exporters invest the dollars received in the
United States into the American economy. When the demand for domestic
investment in the United States exceeds the scale of domestic saving,
foreign borrowing is carried out and national debt consequently rises. If
savings exceed investment demand, their surplus rushes abroad. Therefore,
many countries exporting to the country are interested in the growth and
accumulation of external debt. The latter, in turn, allows you to continue
importing goods and maintain a high paying capacity of the population.
Hence, we can conclude that the increasing figures of the state’s external
debt are equally beneficial for other countries and for the United States in
particular (Galochkin, 2019).
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To summarize, the growth of the economic interdependence of
countries requires a special handling of the financial interaction of states.
The task of preventing or at least minimizing the consequences of possible
global or regional financial crises for national economies has become very
urgent in many countries. Globalization has a predominantly positive
impact on the United States economy. Thanks to such a process, many
problems can be solved both in the economic and social spheres:
unemployment, lack of state budget, expansion of domestic market etc.
Even significant, at first glance, problems imminent default type, in fact, are
not so troubling and have rather positive impact. Therefore, using the
example of the United States, one can observe that the leading capitalist
countries are increasing their national debt without worrying about reducing
it. In the final analysis, the process of globalization ends up being beneficial
to the economy of the state in question.
